The FERC work paper posted for the eTariff Subcommittee meeting of October 11-12, 2007 meeting appears to be proposing the use of three data elements:

Content Type:
Identifies the type of Tariff Record such as a Sheet, Section, Contract, etc.

Class:
This would be the actual sheet number, section name or number, contract name or number, etc. 

Version:
A numeric representation describing the aspects of the version of the record.  This is the x.y.z proposal that Keith Pierce proffered at the eTariff Technical Task Force meeting on August 23-24, 2007 in D.C.  In the Staff example, x = revision number; y = substitute number; and z = the “squeezed” sheets.  

Previously the Pipeline Segment had proposed that one data element, Record Number (AKA Record Description) could be used to include:

(1) the narrative description of the version such as First Revised, 
(2) the sheet/section descriptor, and 
(3) the number/description of that sheet/section.  
The concept was that the one data element would contain all the information and therefore would look something like “First Revised Sheet No. 4”

It appears that Keith Pierce’s most recent work paper is proposing that those three pieces of information be broken into three separate data fields.  The piece that is missing from his paper is a data element that contains the “Word translation”.  Also missing is the Record Title, i.e., which the GEOC proposes to be a “substantive” description of the contents of the record.
Set forth below is a table reflecting the data elements as currently proposed by Keith Pierce; the corresponding data element that the eTariff Subcommittee had as of 7/27/07; and a GEOC proposal that combines the two with several modifications.  Following that are examples (showing only the applicable data fields) showing sheet based, section based, and whole document as they would appear with the GEOC proposed modifications.  Additionally, after each example is a potential Table of Contents using the data fields.  
The attached proposal reflects the following:

· Record Title.  This would be a conditional field such that if the record is a stand-alone record (entire document approach) or a first-level ‘parent’ record, the description would be required.  If the record is a ‘child’ record, the description is optional.

· It appears to be sufficient to combine the record content type and class into one data field called “Record Content Description”.  This was previously referred to as Record Number.  As previously, discussed, under the section-based approach, the level of granularity would be up to the filer (ranging from entire document to single subsection).  
· The Record Version Number reflects two different implementations – one for gas (using the x.y.z format proposed by Keith Pierce) and the other for electric / oil (a one digit number for the revision number).  Examples 1 and 2 reflect the gas industry’s continued use of the existing pagination rules while accommodating the proposed version numbering scheme).  This approach is consistent with Option 4 in the Keith Pierce Paper (converting the existing system to numerics.)  Examples 3 through 6 reflect the electric use of a single digit version number.  This approach is consistent with Option 2 in the Keith Pierce Paper (simple alphanumeric identifier for changed provisions).  
· The new field “Narrative Record Name” is an optional field that is a system-generated translation of the x.y.z (or x) Record Version Number plus the Record Content Description thereby providing a narrative description.  (It is generated by the filer’s software, if the filer chooses.)
