Business Issues:

· Remove point of contact fields entirely. (Dale/Jane)
· Ask the eTariff Business subcommittee if they want the authorizing person information. (Dale/Jane)
· Recommending to eTariff subcommittee to add a “validation email” (Dale/Jane)
· Present the data element table to the eTariff business group for approval. (Dale/Jane)
· FERC will provide a paper on designation/versioning/pagination. (FERC)
· Inform the eTariff Business subcommittee of combination if you start a particular element as a sheet you can aggregate from document to sheets – YES, sheets to document – NO.  (Jane – agenda)
· How headers and footers will be accommodated. (Molly)
· Filer to provide tariff content with metadata (clean sheets) as a single document attachment or will FERC assemble for posting in eLibary. (Molly)
Technical Issues:
· FERC’s ability to supply a testing sand box. (FERC)
· Request for FERC to develop pros and cons as to why PDF is not preferred by FERC staff at this time. (FERC)
· Which RTF versions is FERC willing to support.  Excel can not produce RTF. (FERC)
· Request to diagram the submittal process (not in detail) and how it will associate with eFiling. (Christopher/Amy)
· FERC to clarify how the validation email will be accomplished if the XML is unreadable. (FERC)
· Payload size (limited by document security level) too large.  Fragmentation and reassembly of tariff and attachment documents. (Dick/Edgardo)
