· Expected results during upload (ok response) (dictated by efiling(RM07-16) – will do a narrative of the filing diagram Keith Pierce)
· Format of upload data (zip file)

· Use of SSL or not (dictated by eFiling)
· Format of acknowledgement/validation email (may be dictated by OSEC – can provide a preferred format to advise of our preferences)
Error Codes and Handling Charlie Coleman
· Describe error codes that can occur during upload (reference HTTP codes) and specify handling procedures (defer to RM07-16)
· Describe error codes that can appear in the validation email and specify handling procedures (a link to be provided to FERC for a downloadable CSV file)
Security Specification FERC
Describes techniques to prevent unauthorized access/uploads (e.g use of company id and registered users) and protection of user filing data (encrypted/signed or not). Protection of data in transit (e.g. during upload) and in persistent state (e.g. while on disk before/after upload).
