Narrative of the Contemplated ETariff Filing Process

Disclaimer: This represents FERC Staff’s best understanding of how the eFiling process including eTariff will be designed.  But the process has not been built, or designed yet, and this process may be changed by the Commission.
· The User (eRegistered party for eFiling) will login into the FERC eFiling portal.
· The User, upon successfully logging into the eFiling site, will be presented with the introductory screen indicating success in accessing the site, and a link to the filing creation part of the site.
· Upon entering the filing creation site, the User will choose to make an eTariff filing.
· The eTariff portal will prompt the User to enter Company Login information.  After successfully passing this step, the User will upload a zipped eTariff XML filing package.
· Once the filing is uploaded, the Office of the Secretary will send a Confirmation of Receipt email to the User and the email address on file with FERC for the Company that Logged-in.  This email only acknowledges the receipt of the filing through the eFiling web site, provides a timestamp, and indicates that the filing is placed in the queue to be processed.
· The eTariff XML filing will be validated programmatically by an eTariff verification process.
· If the XML is unreadable, an email will be sent by OSEC to the User and the email address email address on file with FERC for the Company Logged-in (because the xml is unreadable, the validation email address cannot be obtained).

· If the validation is completed successfully, an email indicating a successful validation will be sent to the validation email address provided in the eTariff XML package and to the Company ID (or perhaps multiple Company IDs) whose tariff(s) is (are) being revised.  This does not mean that the filing has been accepted by OSEC.
· In the event of a failure in the eTariff validation process (but the validation email and company-id can be obtained), an email providing information about the problems encountered will be sent to the validation email address provided in the eTariff XML package.
· FERC’s Office of the Secretary will send an email to the User and the email address on file with FERC for the Company Logged-in, that either 
· (1) indicates that the filing has been accepted through the Secretary’s process for filing and docketed (which does not guarantee that other filing deficiencies will not result in rejection).  At this time the filing is passed on to eLibrary, eTariff and other FERC systems; or 
· (2) indicates that the filing has been rejected and not docketed.

Notes:
(1) FERC staff does not know whether the company that Logs-in will be required to match the company identified by the company-id in the xml package) [or whether the three industries would want these to match].
(2) If the filing is rejected at any point prior to receiving a docket number the filing can be corrected and resubmitted using the same filing_id.  Once it is docketed it becomes part of the public record the filing_id cannot be reused.
