Electronic Delivery Specifications 
eTTF compliant filings to be made with FERC must be filed through the FERC’s eFiling web page located at www.ferc.gov. [http://www.ferc.gov/docs-filing/efiling.asp] 
•
Login/authentication requirements 
eRegistration:  eFiling of an eTTF filing requires a person (User) that has been eRegistered with FERC.  The instructions on how a User may become eRegistered are located at www.ferc.gov [http://www.ferc.gov/docs-filing/eregistration.asp]. 
Company Registration:  To upload an eTTF compliant filing, the User will be requested to provide the Company Registration number.  Instructions on how to obtain a Company Registration number are located at www.ferc.gov. [Document and location TBD]
•
Minimum technical capabilities of browser clients 
The FERC’s eFiling web site is compatible with most common internet browsers, but is optimized for Microsoft’s Internet Explorer 6.0. 
•
Expected results during upload 
The FERC’s eFiling Reference Guide [http://www.ferc.gov/docs-filing/fol-ref-guide.pdf] provides a step-by-step set of instructions and expected results for the eFiling process.
In summary, the User and Company may expect the following:

· The User, upon successfully logging into the eFiling site, will be presented with the introductory screen indicating success in accessing the site, and a link to the filing creation part of the site.
· Upon entering the filing creation site, the User will select an eTTF filing type.

· The eTTF filing type window will request two data items: (1) the Company Registration number; and (2) the attachment of a single eTTF filing package. 
· After uploading the eTTF filing, the User may either make another eFiling or log-off.

· FERC’s Secretary will send a Confirmation of Receipt email to the User and the email address of the Company.  This email only acknowledges the receipt of the filing through the eFiling web site.

· FERC’s Secretary will send a Validation Confirmation of Receipt email to the addressee listed in the eTTF compliant filing package.  This email only acknowledges the receipt of the filing by the Secretary’s validation software.

· FERC’s Secretary will send a Validation email that indicates either (1) that the eTTF compliant filing successfully passed the Secretary’s electronic validation tests; or (2) that the eTTF compliant filing was readable but failed the electronic validation tests, with a list of errors.  The Validation email will be sent only to the addressee listed in the eTTF compliant filing package.

· FERC’s Secretary will send an email to the User and the Company that either (1) indicates that the filing has been accepted through the Secretary’s process for filing (which does not guarantee that other filing deficiencies will not result in rejection); or (2) indicates that the filing has been rejected for filing.

Format of acknowledgement/validation email 
The FERC’s Secretary controls the format and content of the Confirmation of receipt, Validation, Acceptance and Rejection emails.

Format of upload data 
The eFiling web site for eTTF filing packages will accept only ZIP files.  There are no instructions on the file name other than the total character length must be 64 characters or less, and must have the ZIP extension.  

Error Codes and Handling 
Error codes that can occur during upload of the ETTF package on the FERC eFiling web site will be described and provided as described in eFiling’s documentation, located at www.ferc.gov. 
The email that results from the eTariff validation functions will use specific error codes/descriptions based on its processing. The detailed content and error codes within the email will be according to a FERC-published code table. This table will be available in PDF and CSV format via the following link: www.ferc.gov  [TBD]
The Commission’s eTariff validation software has not been written.  Examples of some validation tests that may be included are: 
· Company Registration number entered by the User does not match the Company Registration number in the eTTF package;

· Missing required documents;
· Unacceptable document file types;
· Document larger than the Commission’s eFiling electronic document 50 Mb limit;

· Missing required data, such as tariff ID and Filing ID;

· Conflicting and/or inconsistent data, such as tariff ID and Filing ID;

· Missing tariff record data as determined by the filing type.
Security Specification 
Filers are responsible for security of the Company Registration number and all data contained in their filing that resides on their internal systems. 
Electronic transfer of the file is via the FERC eFiling systemusings secure login (from eRegistration) and HTTPS for User interaction, and data transfer using a web browser.  Refer to FERC eFiling specifications for minimal requirements of browsers using FERC web pages. [http://www.ferc.gov/privacy.asp]  
Data at the FERC facility is the responsibility of FERC.

Testing Guidelines 
FERC will provide a facility/function that will receive an eTTF package and verify it can be opened and parsed. This facility will be available for use at any time. It will not validate data content, nor other FERC business processing.

Other testing of further system functions may be provided during the transition period when eTariff is being developed and finalized inside FERC. E.g. the type of testing that was allowed during the eTariff Field Software prototype effort. This testing would only be available for a specific, pre-defined, amount of time during system development.

Maintenance 
The eTTF XML schema and associated code definition files will be maintained on the FERC web site.  Significant changes to any of these items will follow normal FERC Commission notice/comment process.  This process will also indicate the effective date of the change, and whether there will be a transition period. 
Changed eTTF XML schema code definition files will be posted in downloadable SXD and PDF formats.  [www.ferc.gov]
Changed code definition files will be posted in downloadable CSV and PDF files. [www.ferc.gov]
FERC does not certify and will not support software that filers may develop or purchase to maintain tariffs, generate the contents of eTTF filing packages, or create eTTF files.  Owners of these software packages are responsible for their maintenance and ensuring that any required eTTF XML schema and/or code changes posted by FERC are properly recognized by their software.
