Status updates on all Action Items and open issues emerging from the November 28-30 e-Tariff Technical Task Force meeting
The participants reviewed the draft Implementation Guide posted as a work paper for this meeting:  http://www.naesb.org/pdf3/etariff_ttf121007w1.doc.  Mr. Burden noted that the Task Force’s action items were included on the first few pages of the document.
The Task Force reviewed the list of action items and open issues.  The issue of shared tariffs was discussed.  Mr. Pierce stated that FERC staff had provided an answer on that issue.  For accommodation of joint filers, Mr. Goldenberg stated that FERC staff had always stated that joint filers will be allowed.  eTariff data validation was discussed, however many questions remain as to what validations will be provided by the FERC.

Several of the modifications were made as a result of comments submitted by Ms. Bradford posted as work papers for this meeting:  Proposed changes to the Implementation Guide – submitted by L. Bradford, Panhandle Energy, 12/10/07 and Proposed changes to Implementation Guide Pages 28-30 Submitted by L. Bradford, Panhandle Energy.
Mr. Brooks requested that FERC name the schema file ‘etariff-v1.xsd’.  Mr. Coleman stated that he did not see a problem with using this name for the schema.
The Task Force reviewed the data tables document posted as a work paper for this meeting and made several revisions:  Updated Data Tables with Technical Updates - Redline.  The Task Force made revisions to this document and they were incorporated in to the attachment to the minutes noted above.
After further discussion, Ms. Daly moved, seconded by Ms. Davis the following:

Adopt the technical aspects of the draft Implementation Guide, including the data tables, with the understanding that the co-chairs of eTTF will do a final update to incorporate the following edits discussed in the12/10/07 eTTF meeting:
· Changes to the Diagram
· “Validation” versus “verification”
· The elimination of the “data key” in the data tables.
· Elimination of the word “designation” in the data elements.
Once these minor updates are made, the compiled document will be transferred to the eTariff Subcommittee along with a list of open business issues identified by eTTF to be resolved.
