Final MINUTES

1. Administrative
Chair Eynon called the roll and the participants introduced themselves.  Mr. Overtree read the antitrust guidelines.  Mr. Precht moved to adopt the agenda as drafted.  The agenda was adopted by consensus.  Next the subcommittee reviewed the minutes of its most recent previous meeting, on October 16, 2007.  Mr. Precht moved to adopt those minutes as drafted.  The October 18, 2007 minutes were adopted by consensus.   
2. Nine new defined terms and one deletion
Chair Eynon showed to the subcommittee the nine new proposed definitions for terms used in the Customer Enrollment using a Registration Agent MBPs.
The group proceeded to redraft two of the nine definitions on webcast, to allow for establishing ESI IDs as well as notifying about them, as well as for communications methods in addition to UET, then Mr. Precht moved that the nine definitions be adopted as amended, and that the definition of Switch Request be deleted from the Retail Glossary.  The motion was approved     5-0.
3. Glossary cleanup items before Retail Version 1.1 Publication

Chair Eynon next presented his list of 21 definitions that have been duly ratified by NAESB but need to the added to the published Glossary, Book 0.  Mr. Overtree undertook to ask Denise Rager whether or not Book O changes, and in particular punctuation mistakes and non-conformities in Book 0 to definitions as ratified, need to be submitted to the Executive Committees as minor corrections.

Mr. Precht undertook to check before the next meeting all MBPs to confirm whether or not the defined term “Service Delivery Identification Number (SDID)” is ever used, or can be deleted from the Glossary.

The subcommittee agreed to the following minor correction:  using the updated “Entity Common Code” definition, to allow for alternates to D-U-N-S® numbers

The subcommittee decided to defer to its next meeting references to “RXQ x.4.z” in both the EDI/EDM and FF/EDM definitions.

4. Next Meeting
The subcommittee agreed that its next meeting will be held at 9 AM Central on September 11, 2008, to consider five new definitions:  three “Historical Usage’s, SDID and Service Request.

Mr. Jones moved to adjourn.  The motion passed unanimously.
