1. Administrative
Mr. Burden opened the meeting and welcomed participants.  Mr. Overtree read the antitrust guidelines.  Participants introduced themselves.  Ms. Wise moved to adopt the agenda as amended.  The amended agenda was adopted by consensus.  The subcommittee reviewed and agreed with Mr. Burden’s proposed modifications to Item 3 the May 17, 2007 minutes.  Mr. Spangler moved to adopt the May 17, 2007 minutes as amended.  The amended minutes were adopted by consensus.

Continue effort on the NAESB Response to the Sandia Review of the Internet ET and accompanying QEDMs.  This document will be comprehensive in nature (a final recommendation form, based on this document, will be compiled and sent to the respective ECs).
The subcommittee reviewed and approved of Mr. Burden’s draft of an amended standard re OpenPGP/PGP that prohibits sharing of private keys for 7.1.5, then referring to Section 7.1.5 in both Sections 7.1.3 and 7.1.11.  

Mr. Burden noted that his discussions with Internet ET users at Williams revealed that digital signatures also solve the “disavowed payload” and “bogus payload” issues, because digital signatures automatically create a record of the text of the payload they send or acknowledge.  Thus digital signatures can respond to Sections 7.1.6, 7.1.7 and 7.1.8 

Mr. Spangler undertook to draft a proposed response to 7.1.10 to add decryption to the current 24-hour 997 deadline.
Mr. Cline undertook to draft a response to 7.1.12.  Sandia’s comment appears to be mistaken, but Mr. Cline will verify that.

Re 7.1.13, Mr., Burden undertook to add a requirement that the most recent version of Internet ET “should” be used, except where earlier version(s) are specified by state government.

Re 7.1.14, the subcommittee accepted Mr. Behr’s proposed changes to the Internet ET Manual.

The subcommittee selected July 16, 2007 from 8 am to 4 pm Eastern for a face-to-face meeting potentially to be hosted by BG&E with web casting.
