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The purpose of this effort is to prepare the existing Model Business Practices for publication.  It is limited to two areas of activity as defined below.  This effort will not include the development of new Model Business Practices or changing the content of the existing Model Business Practices.  The two areas of effort are:

1.
Review all existing Model Business Practices for consistency in language, definitions, and format.  Examples:

a.
Book 2 – Market Participant Interactions uses a definition for “Switch Request”.  The term “Switch” was dropped during the development of Book 10 – Customer Enrollment, Drop and Account Information Change.  The correct term is now “Enrollment Request”.

b.
The phrase “via Uniform Electronic Transactions” should immediately follow the transaction to be sent via Uniform Electronic Transaction.

2.
Reclassify and re-format Definitions in all Books, including Book 0, as either Business or Technical, and establish clearly identified separate sections in each Book.

a.
Business Definitions will be numbered as RXQ.0.2.xx, where xx is a sequential number.  Definitions will be shown in alphabetical order, but as new Definitions are added, they will be identified as the next number in sequence.

b.
Technical Definitions will be numbered as RXQ.0.2t.xx, where xx is a sequential number.  Definitions will be shown in alphabetical order, but as new Definitions are added, they will be identified as the next number in sequence.


The development of any new Model Business Practices, or the content modification of any existing Model Business Practices, unless an area of focus is identified in the Retail Annual Plan, will require the submission of a Request for Standards Development.
