The three recommendations considered are:

1. R05016 -Standards or model business practices for electronic retail billing transactions and bill payment transactions between customers, suppliers, and utilities, (super majority).  Comments were due May 5.  No comments were received. 

2. 2007 AP Item 9 addressing Sandia findings, (super majority).  Comments were due January 14.  No comments were received. 

3. 2008 Retail Annual Plan Item 3(i),(ii),and (iii) and attachment- Customer Enrollment, Drop and Account Information Change Using a Registration Agent, (super majority).  Comments were due May 5. Comments were received from Duke Energy.

In voting on the recommended standards, a supermajority vote is required for its adoption by each quadrant.  67% of each quadrant’s seated EC members are to vote in the affirmative votes plus 40% affirmative votes from each EC segment to meet the super-majority threshold.  Abstentions are permitted and have the same effect as voting in opposition.
