March 26, 2008 – IAH Marriott Hotel, Houston, TX
Meeting Notes
1.
Administration and Welcome
Ms. McQuade opened the meeting and welcomed the meeting participants.  Mr. Overtree read the antitrust guidelines.  Ms. Desselle moved to adopt the agenda as drafted.  The motion passed without objection.
2.
Version 1.1 Publication Schedule and impacts of various development cycles
It was noted that the Version 1.1 publication is slated to be released during September 2008 so the model business practices for the registration agent model and Sandia Labs recommendations can be completed prior to publication.
There followed a discussion of the technical implementation of the registration agent model and who could be prevailed upon to work on same.  Mr. Precht said it is preferable to have the tech implementation complete before publication.
3.
Review and Discuss DSM/EE Activities – level of participation, efforts to date 
Mr. Koogler reported that the Retail markets matrix now contains the programs of seven retail companies, and soon will contain an eighth.  Ms. McQuade said the next step is a survey during the second calendar quarter to the industry participants to identify DSM/EE programs that are unlike the eight.  She added that during the third quarter, Wholesale draft MBPs will be considered and during the fourth quarter, Retail draft MBPs.
Mr. Koogler added that the first recognition of NAESB as a source for measurement and verification standards recently occurred when the North Carolina Commission said so in one of its orders.  Mr. Koogler undertook to supply the NAESB Office with a copy of that order.

4.
Review Order 698 progress, including possible effects the standards under development may have on retail markets and state regulatory community
Ms. McQuade reported that Order 698 potentially impacts electricity generators (who support the retail markets) by enabling them to acquire natural gas with greater certainty than in the past.  She added that currently there are circulating for comment competing proposals to marry gas and electricity nomination deadlines, and that the proposals are inconsistent with each other.
5.
Update on 2008 annual plan 
The participants reviewed the 2008 annual plan:  Retail 2008 Annual Plan.  The only change recommended was by Mr. Koogler, who suggested that perhaps it is time to move up the topic of advanced metering from provisional.
6. 
Review board activities on segment issues and resources
Mr. Desselle reported that the Board wishes to deal with the problem of standards and MBPs being blocked by underpopulated segments.  Segment blocks have recently been used as a delay tactic.

Possible solutions have been to identify segment opposition before a lot of subcommittee work and drafting has been wasted, negotiating consensus and possibly using a neutral facilitator to do so.   Changes in quadrant Operating Procedures will be needed to accomplish reform in this area.

Mr. Bourbonnais, chair of the Retail Structure Review Committee (RSRC) noted that RSRC is considering a merger of the REQ and RGQ, which would require amendments to NAESB’s Bylaws.  He promised a proposal to that effect in two weeks.

Review outcome of Advisory Council meeting
The Retail leadership reviewed the notes of the Advisory Council meeting on February 16, 2008.

Review other board agenda items
Mr. Precht recommended that technical implementation volunteers be mentioned at the Board meeting.

Mr. Koogler moved to adjourn.  The meeting adjourned at 5:00 PM Central by consensus.
