Retail Board Leadership Meeting
September 26, 2007
1. Administration and Welcome
Mr. Spangler opened the meeting and welcomed the meeting participants.  Meeting participants in the room and on the phone introduced themselves.  Mr. Overtree read the antitrust guidelines.  The participants reviewed the draft agenda.  Ms. Munson moved to adopt the agenda as drafted, seconded by Ms. McKeever.  The agenda was approved by consensus. 
2. Version 1.1 Publication Schedule and impacts of various development cycles
Ms. McQuade noted that WEQ Version 1.0 would be published next month, after which focus will be directed to the retail publication of version 1.1.  There are currently 12 final actions that can be added.  Ms. McQuade asked whether there are any other outstanding activities to be included in the upcoming version.
Ms. McKeever said the Single Registration Agent Enrollment, Changing and Drop would not be ready if the publication is produced by year.  Ms. McQuade noted that it would be helpful if Version 1.1 includes Single Registration Agent MBPs, as they demonstrate NAESB’s flexibility and willingness to draft alternative MBPs where policy decisions made by others require the same.   She also noted that it would be helpful if Version 1.1 also includes the draft changes to the Retail Internet ET Manual arising out of comments by Sandia National Labs.  
While there was no opposition to delaying the publication to include the above two development efforts, Mr. Novak observed that retail publication should not be delayed so much that it impacts WEQ or WGQ publication efforts due to NAESB office resources.  As scheduled are met, a short delay in retail should not impact either WEQ (underway now) or WGQ, which is not planned until late 2008 at the earliest.
Mr. Novak suggested Ms. McKeever report to the November 7 Retail EC meeting a deadline for Single Registration Agent.  There followed a discussion of ways to accelerate Retail BPS’ consideration of Single Registration Agent.  Mr. Spangler noted that he should be able to complete the Sandia standards development for inclusion in the first quarter 2008.  Similarly, Ms. McKeever and Ms. Munson noted that a first quarter 2008 date was achievable if there was adequate BPS attention to the Texas work products.
3. Review and discuss DSM/EE Activities – level of participation, efforts to date 
Ms. McQuade reported that the IGOs have now drafted a matrix of all their existing demand response programs.  She added that two other matrices will be developed along with edits to the preamble created by Mr. Isser and additional work will be done on the glossary.   She reported some issues were raised regarding retail energy efficiency from NARUC and as such, the focus initially will be on demand response projects.
4. Recent FERC actions, NAESB related efforts and possible impacts to retail activities --  eTariff, Order 698 and Order 890
Ms. McQuade provided an update on the eTariff, Order 698 and Order 890 projects underway.  All agreed that no Retail MBPs are expected to result from the above, all of which will promote competition and transparency, and therefore improve the retail marketplace.
5. Update on 2007 Annual Plan and creation of 2008 Plan
The Retail ECs did not meet in August, so there are no changes to the 2007 Plan to announce.  As for 2008, congestion management and locational pricing may be added in addition to more detail for DSM-EE.
6. Update on Board Committees and related efforts specific to Retail Quadrants
Ms. McQuade reported that the Resources Committee has succeeded very well in adding new net members, mostly in WEQ as it is publicized that the majority of the WEQ standards are now FERC enforceable for federally jurisdictional entities.  
7. Board Agenda Review
The board meeting agenda was reviewed and no changes were submitted.
8. New Business
Mr. Bourbonnais noted that he intends to reconvene the Retail Structure Subcommittee soon and asked Ms. Kennedy to work with him to set up a conference call.
9. Adjourn

Ms. McKeever moved to adjourn, and the motion was approved unanimously.  The meeting adjourned at 4:43 PM.
