December 12, 2007 – Wyndham Greenspoint Hotel, Houston, TX
Meeting Notes
1.
Administration and Welcome
Mr. Bourbonnais opened the meeting and welcomed the meeting participants.  Ms. Kennedy read the antitrust guidelines.  Ms. Kiselewich moved, seconded by Mr. Koogler, to adopt the agenda as drafted.  The motion passed without objection.
2.
Version 1.1 Publication Schedule and impacts of various development cycles
The participants reviewed the publication scheduled update posted as a work paper for this meeting:  Retail Publication Schedule.  It was noted that the Version 1.1 publication is slated to be released during mid 2008 so the model business practices for the enrollment agent model can be completed prior to publication.
Ms. Kennedy noted that the Retail IR and TEIS subcommittees will not have a chair after the end of the year 2007.
3.
Review and Discuss DSM/EE Activities – level of participation, efforts to date reviewed
Next, the group discussed the update on the Demand Side Management and Energy Efficiency subcommittee’s work.  A report was posted as a work paper for this meeting:  DSM Update.  Ms. McQuade noted that the subcommittee was creating matrices to gather information about programs for measurement and verification of demand response programs.  The next step will require inclusion of examples in the matrices and then distribution of the matrices to market participants in order to collect additional information.  Mr. Koogler stated that he hopes to get additional input from state regulatory staff.
Ms. McQuade noted that she met with Ohio Commissioner Mason and discussed what is going on with the DSM/EE efforts.  Ms. McQuade and Mr. Koogler also met with North Carolina Commissioners Ker and Earvin regarding the DSM effort.
The next meeting of the DSM/EE Subcommittee is scheduled on January 23, 2008 hosted by Baltimore Gas and Electric in Baltimore, Maryland.

Review and discuss recent FERC actions, NAESB related efforts, and possible impacts to retail activities – e-Tariff, Order 698, Order 890
The Retail Leadership participants reviewed the FERC actions, NAESB related efforts, and possible impacts to retail activities highlighted in the work papers posted:  Board Agenda Cross Reference and Liaison Report.

Update on 2007 annual plan and creation of 2008
The participants reviewed the annual plans that will be reviewed and adopted during the Board meeting:  Retail 2007 Annual Plan and Retail 2008 Annual Plan.  No changes were recommended.
6. 
Review of the Retail Structure Review Committee report
Mr. Bourbonnais, chair of the Retail Structure Review Committee (RSRC) provided an overview of the RSRC 2007 Report, scheduled to be submitted to the Board of Directors for approval during the December 13, 2007 meeting.  The report was posted as a work paper for this meeting:  RSRC 2007 Final Report.  Mr. Bourbonnais stated that the recommendation of the RSRC is to be the same as in the past two years – to continue with the status quo of the Retail Quadrants for one more year.  He added that the RSRC will need to evaluate what bylaw changes need to be made to merge the Retail Gas and Retail Electric Quadrants so that the bylaw requirement of 40 minimum members can be met.  Mr. Novak stated that a target decision point should be set so the necessary governance documents can be made prior to the end of the year and the new organization structure could be effective by the first of 2009.  It was determined that the target date of the June Board meeting and strategic session to provide additional information to the Board for a recommendation of the RSRC.
