Dear Triage Committee and EC members,
The nine requests out for consideration were triaged as follows with no requests for conference calls for discussions, and no adverse comments received:

For R07019 – submitted by Narinder Saini and Ed Skiba on behalf of the WEQ Standards Review Subcommittee:

This request is (1) found within scope; (2) to be assigned to the Wholesale Electric Quadrant (WEQ); and (3) because it is a request to review/revise WEQ 006 to remove/revise mandatory requirements for Interconnection Time Monitor, it should be assigned to the WEQ Business Practices Subcommittee (BPS). There was nothing in the request indicating that it should be assigned a high priority, therefore, it should be addressed in the normal course of business of the WEQ BPS.
For R07020 – submitted by Terry Bilke on behalf of the Midwest ISO:
This request is (1) found within scope; (2) to be assigned to the Wholesale Electric Quadrant (WEQ); and (3) because it is a request to develop a NAESB time and inadvertent management business practice that provides additional inadvertent payback options and improved time control, it should be assigned to the WEQ Business Practices Subcommittee (BPS). There was nothing in the request indicating that it should be assigned a high priority, therefore, it should be addressed in the normal course of business of the WEQ BPS.
For R08001 – submitted by Ed Skiba on behalf of the Midwest ISO:
This request is (1) found within scope; (2) to be assigned to the Wholesale Electric Quadrant (WEQ); and (3) because it is a request to make consistency changes to the WEQ 001 (OASIS) standards as provided to the WEQ Leadership Team on December 12, 2007, it should be assigned jointly to the WEQ Electronic Scheduling/Information Technology Subcommittees (ESS/ITS) and WEQ Business Practices Subcommittee (BPS). There was nothing in the request indicating that it should be assigned a high priority, therefore, it should be addressed in the normal course of business of the WEQ BPS and ESS/ITS.
For R08002 – submitted by Ed Skiba on behalf of the Midwest ISO:
This request is (1) found within scope; (2) to be assigned to the Wholesale Electric Quadrant (WEQ); and (3) because it is a request to make consistency changes to the WEQ 002 (OASIS S&CP) standards as provided to the WEQ Leadership Team on December 12, 2007, it should be assigned to the WEQ Electronic Scheduling/Information Technology Subcommittees (ESS/ITS). There was nothing in the request indicating that it should be assigned a high priority, therefore, it should be addressed in the normal course of business of the WEQ ESS/ITS.
For R08003 – submitted by Ed Skiba on behalf of the Midwest ISO:
This request is (1) found within scope; (2) to be assigned to the Wholesale Electric Quadrant (WEQ); and (3) because it is a request to make consistency changes to the WEQ 003 (OASIS S&CP Data Dictionaries) standards as provided to the WEQ Leadership Team on December 12, 2007, it should be assigned to the WEQ Electronic Scheduling/Information Technology Subcommittees (ESS/ITS). There was nothing in the request indicating that it should be assigned a high priority, therefore, it should be addressed in the normal course of business of the WEQ ESS/ITS.
For R08004 – submitted by Ed Skiba on behalf of the Midwest ISO:
This request is (1) found within scope; (2) to be assigned to the Wholesale Electric Quadrant (WEQ); and (3) because it is a request to make consistency changes to the WEQ 011(Gas-Electric Coordination) standards as provided to the WEQ Leadership Team on December 12, 2007, it should be assigned to the WEQ Business Practices Subcommittee (BPS). There was nothing in the request indicating that it should be assigned a high priority, therefore, it should be addressed in the normal course of business of the WEQ BPS.
For R08005 – submitted by Ed Skiba on behalf of the Midwest ISO:
This request is (1) found within scope; (2) to be assigned to the Wholesale Electric Quadrant (WEQ); and (3) because it is a request to make consistency changes to the WEQ 013 (OASIS Implementation Guide) standards as provided to the WEQ Leadership Team on December 12, 2007, it should be assigned jointly to WEQ Electronic Scheduling/Information Technology Subcommittees (ESS/ITS). There was nothing in the request indicating that it should be assigned a high priority, therefore, it should be addressed in the normal course of business of the WEQ ESS/ITS.
For R08006 – submitted by Paul Love on behalf of the NGPL:
This request is (1) found within scope; (2) to be assigned to the Wholesale Gas Quadrant (WGQ); and (3) because it is a request to modify WGQ Standard 4.3.16 regarding the formats for downloading and displaying information posted to the Informational Postings portion of the pipeline web sites, it should be assigned to the WGQ Business Practices Subcommittee (BPS) in conjunction with the WGQ Electronic Delivery Mechanisms (EDM) Subcommittee. There was nothing in the request indicating that it should be assigned a high priority, therefore, it should be addressed in the normal course of business of the WGQ BPS and the WGQ EDM.
For R08007 – submitted by Mitchell Whitehead on behalf of the Boardwalk Pipeline Partner:
This request is (1) found within scope; (2) to be assigned to the Wholesale Gas Quadrant (WGQ); and (3) because it is a request to add a new data field to the Measured Volume Audit Statement dataset (WGQ Standard 2.4.6), ‘Physical Meter Effective Time’ (Meter Eff Time) with a business conditional usage, it should be assigned to the WGQ Business Practices Subcommittee (BPS). There was nothing in the request indicating that it should be assigned a high priority, therefore, it should be addressed in the normal course of business of the WGQ BPS.
The noted dispositions for the requests and the requests themselves were forwarded to the Triage Subcommittee and the EC members on January 31.  As noted above, there were no dissenting comments received.  As such, the requests are considered in scope and assigned as noted above.  Please note that this communication serves as notice to the subcommittee chairs of the subcommittees to which the requests are assigned.  
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
