Request R07013 - Electric Industry Confidentiality Agreement

It is unclear to us what the breadth of data this agreement is intended to cover. The request states "Create a data Confidentiality Agreements for participants in the Electric Industry covering the treatment of data belonging to other Electric Industry Participants such as e-tag data."

However, under item 4 "Use of Proposed Standard or Enhancement" the request indicates that the scope for the confidentiality agreement may be more than just e-tag data:  "While this request will not be specific as to scope, the requests asks that the Agreement at least cover e-Tag data."

NERC currently has a Non-Disclosure Agreement which should cover the e-tag data.  Having NAESB develop another Confidentiality Agreement appears to be a duplicative effort. We recommend researching the existing confidentiality agreement in place to see e-tag data needs to be a part of this agreement.  Also, if the Triage Committee authorizes the WEQ to develop this, the request should be reassigned to the Business Practices Subcommittee.  The JISWG should not be the responsible group for defining confidentiality agreements for data outside of e-tag.
