3. Title and Description of Proposed Standard or Enhancement:

Title:

Re-organization of the WEQ-001 Business Practice to improve the flow and to plan for future expansion.
Description:

This standards request would lead to a reorganization and reordering of the component parts of WEQ-001.  

4. Use of Proposed Standard or Enhancement (include how the standard will be used, documentation on the description of the proposed standard, any existing documentation of the proposed standard, and required communication protocols): 

5.  Description of Any Tangible or Intangible Benefits to the Use of the Proposed Standard or Enhancement:

The benefit from this enhancement is that WEQ-001 would be a more user-friendly document.  Since the release of the WEQ Business Practices Version 0 standards, the approach for including new requirements in WEQ-001 is to create a new number and add them to the end of the standard.   This has resulted in a document that is becoming increasingly difficult to manage and follow.  The number of changes to WEQ-001 the Joint ESS/ITS and BPS Subcommittee and the ESS/ITS Subcommittee have recommended to incorporate various aspects of the FERC Orders 890 and 890-A have compounded the difficulty regarding the flow of the document.  As a result, when the  work is completed, WEQ-001 will be very different  from what was originally created.  The order in which these changes have been processed has been based on a number of different criteria, including work load of the various subcommittees and the Executive Committee, and the parallel work being done at NERC.  Under the current process the numbering of new subsections of WEQ-001 is based on the order in which the changes are ratified and therefore appears to be somewhat random, making the standard difficult to follow for users.  It is therefore the purpose of this request that the ordering of the contents of WEQ-001 be reviewed and revised to make the complete standard more reader friendly and to structure the Business Practice such that new sections can be added within a logical framework.  The intent of this request is to improve the logical flow of the WEQ-001.  It is not intended to change the scope or content of the standards.

There have been concerns raised about changing the number scheme and re-sequencing of the requirements once numbers have been assigned and filed with the FERC.  However, it should be noted that NAESB has previously re-worked business practices (WEQ-004) and re-used numbers and these changes were subsequently approved by FERC under Order 676-B (April 19, 2007).
