3.  RECOMMENDATION

SUMMARY:


In October 2005, Calpine submitted a Standards request outlining 13 proposed incremental enhancements to OASIS.  These requests for enhancements were submitted prior to FERC Orders 890, 890-A and 890-B.  A scoping document was subsequently developed by the WEQ Standards Review Subcommittee, which was reviewed by the WEQ Executive Committee.
At the May 8, 2007, Executive Committee Meeting, the Executive Committee determined many of the proposed enhancements were already addressed and requested the subcommittees consider six of the remaining enhancements.  Each of these six remaining proposed enhancements were added as separate line items to the annual plan for tracking purposes since the items were assigned to various subcommitees or working groups.  
Annual Plan Item 3.a.vi.1 (R05026) was assigned to the BPS/ESS/ITS.  The scope of this annual plan item is:

E.
Represent ALL pre-Order 888 (“grandfathered”) transmission and ancillary services in current use in OASIS.

•
Currently, when transmission service is shown on OASIS, it is supposed to represent all of the service that has been procured by market participants to do functions.  Transmission rights in existence before the issuance of FERC Order 888 were grandfathered and the Order did not mandate that these transmission rights be included in OASIS.  It is difficult to have a full understanding of all commercial sales, when grandfathered transmission rights are not apparent.  Utilities that own these rights should be required to use an OASIS number when they redirect.  Such a standard would provide for a more efficient and equitable market and should be national.  This enhancement would affect market participants that do not possess knowledge of the grandfathered transmissions. This standard is commercial in nature.

Based on the work the Joint ESS/ITS and BPS and the recommendation submitted for the Order 890 Existing Transmission Commitments work (2008 Annual Plan Items 2.a.iv.4, 2.a.vi.4 and 2.b.ii.1), the Joint Subcommittee is recommending no further action be taken on this Annual Plan Item.  
Recommended Standards:
No new standards or changes to existing standards are proposed.
4.  SUPPORTING DOCUMENTATION
a.  Description of Request:

Annual Plan Item 3.a.vi.1 - Represent ALL pre-Order 888 (“grandfathered”) transmission and ancillary services in current use in OASIS.
b.  Description of Recommendation:

The Joint Subcommittee is recommending that the proposed enhancement not be implemented.
c.  Business Purpose:

Provide increase transparency for grandfathered service.
d. Commentary/Rationale of Subcommittee(s)/Task Force(s):

The Joint Subcommittee passed the following motion at its May 29, 2008, meetings during its discussion of the 2008 Annual Plan Items 2.a.iv.4, 2.a.vi.4 and 2.b.ii.1 (Existing Transmission Components).
The posting requirement for grandfathered component of ETC consists of posting of a MW value as used in the ATC formula (used to post ATC) with no additional requirement for the grandfathered component.  For MOD 30 posting of equivalent information is acceptable.
Based upon this motion and review of the proposed enhancement documented in R05026 E (2008 AP 3.a.vi.1), the Joint Subcommittee passed the following motion at its July 9, 2008, meeting.

With regards to 2008 Annual Plan item 3.a.vi.1 (R05026 item e), NERC has addressed the treatment of grandfathered agreements in the calculation of ETC and NAESB is developing complimentary business practice standards associated with the posting of information associated with the grandfathered agreements component in the calculation of ETC. The subcommittee therefore has determined that no further action will be taken on this item. The co-chairs will write a recommendation that no further action be taken and will bring the recommendation back to the subcommittee for a vote after notice of the vote has been provided.
