On behalf of ESPA, I wish to offer the following comment on the draft standard on ATC Annotations as posted this week.
 

The standard identifies that under the circumstances where the ATC has been posted as 0 for at least 6 months and the Transmission Provider is unable to identify the time when the ATC is expected to go to a non-zero number, then for the "stop time" identifier in the Annotation, the TP is to so indicate by writing "9999" for the date.  
 

Under such circumstances, we believe there should be a further explanation provided indicating why a zero ATC is anticipated to be in effect indefinitely.
