Dear WEQ Executive Committee Members Absent From the WEQ EC Meeting on April 24,
The ESS/ITS/BPS subcommittees has completed its work on WEQ 2008 Annual Plan Item 2b(vii) – ATC Information Links.  The recommendation was posted for industry comment on March 17, 2008 and comments were due April 16, 2008.  The review session for this recommendation was held on April 22, 2008 and the EC met on April 24 and discussed, modified, and voted on the aforementioned recommendation.
