On October 6, the WEQ EC met to consider the recommendation regarding 2008 Annual Plan Item 2c – the ATC Information List (original recommendation - http://www.naesb.org/pdf3/weq_2008_api_2c_rec_clean.doc).  During the meeting, two motions were made.  The first motion to adopt the recommendation with one amendment offered by EPSA and three friendly amendments offered by the BPS/ESS/ITS chairs, the SRS, and NERC staff can be found as an attachment to the minutes (revised recommendation http://www.naesb.org/pdf3/weq_ec100608a1.doc).  The motion required a super-majority vote as it was a motion to add new standards, modify or delete existing standards.  This motion failed as it did not meet the 40% threshold of affirmative votes from the transmission segment. To complete the record and determine if the vote shows a single segment block, please complete the ballot attached for motion 1.
The second motion passed.  It was a motion to make no changes to the standards, and required a simple majority vote of those present.  As quorum had been established, the vote was determinative – and the vote passed by a margin of 11 in favor to 7 opposed.
