Welcome

Ms. York opened the meeting and welcomed the meeting participants in the room and on the phone.  Ms. Kennedy read the antitrust guidelines.  Ms. Kennedy called the roster of the WEQ Executive Committee members and alternates.  Quorum was established.
2. 
Wholesale Electric Quadrant Draft Agenda & Draft Minutes

The Executive Committee reviewed the draft agenda.  Ms. Crockett moved to adopt the agenda with the modification made that Item 7 – Review, discuss and vote to approve 2008 Annual Plan be moved in between Items 3 and 4.  Mr. Honeycutt seconded the motion.  The motion passed without opposition.

The Executive Committee reviewed the draft minutes from the August 14, 2007 Executive Committee meeting.  The minutes were included in the Executive Committee book, behind Tab 3, beginning on page 18.  Mr. Davis submitted redlines to the draft minutes.  The redlines were included in the Executive Committee book behind Tab 3, beginning on page 31.  Ms. Crockett submitted additional modifications to the minutes:  page 2, grammatical errors were corrected; page 3 typographical error was corrected; page 4 grammatical error was corrected; page 5 an incomplete sentence was deleted; page 6 a typographical error was corrected.  Ms. Crockett moved, seconded by Mr. Ciza, to adopt the minutes as revised by Mr. Davis and Ms. Crockett.  The motion passed without objection.  The final August 14, 2007 minutes are posted on the WEQ Executive Committee page:  Final Minutes.

Next the WEQ Executive Committee reviewed the draft minutes from the October 15, 2007 conference call, included in the Executive Committee book, behind Tab 3, beginning on page 44.  Ms. Crockett submitted modifications to these minutes:  typographical errors were modified.  Mr. Ciza moved, seconded by Mr. Green to adopt the minutes as revised.  The motion passed without objection.  The final minutes for the October 15, 2007 conference call are posted on the WEQ Executive Committee page:  Final Minutes.
3.
Consideration of recommendations for standards, comments submitted, and vote on:
The WEQ Executive Committee next reviewed the recommendation for WEQ 2007 Annual Plan Item 2(c) (Modifications to WEQ-001 to comply with modifications to 18 C.F.R. 37.6 and 37.7 within Order 890), included in the WEQ Executive Committee book, behind Tab 4, beginning on page 49.  Several comments were submitted on this recommendation, including comments from EPSA, Midwest ISO, PJM, Southwest Power Pool, Williams Power, and Southern Company.  Southern Company submitted two sets of comments, one of which was included in the Executive Committee book and one of which was posted as supplemental material for the Executive Committee meeting.
Mr. Green presented the comments he submitted on behalf of EPSA.  He stated that EPSA would like to modify the recommendation to include additional transparency and noted that most of the comments offered with additional transparency in mind.  He noted that this recommendation seeks to reiterate the modifications to the CFR, Sections 37.6 and 37.7 in the NAESB WEQ-001 standards, sections 1.6 and 1.7.  He stated that the fundamental question is why NAESB should reproduce the FERC regulations in the form of a standard.  He also noted that the EPSA members would like to see how all of the ATC standards will fit together.

Mr. Wood stated that when the WEQ adopted the WEQ-001 standards, sections 1.6 and 1.7, those sections were reiterations of the CFR.  The recommendation at issue is the attempt of the ESS/ITS and BPS to update the NAESB WEQ standards to the changes FERC made with Order 890.  He added that if additional clarification or expansion is needed to the standards in 1.6 and 1.7, they should be addressed in separate standards or sections, so that these sections do not conflict with FERC regulations.

Mr. Green noted that the WEQ ESS/ITS and BPS had also begun drafting a list of ATC items that will not be made publicly available at the request of EPSA and its members.  The current draft of the list, though not a complete first draft, was included in the Executive Committee book, behind Tab 4, beginning, on page 126.  Mr. Green requested that the Executive Committee table consideration of the recommendation so that it can be presented to the Executive Committee with the entire package of Order 890 ATC related standards.  Mr. Ulch supported Mr. Green’s requested and added that the ESS/ITS and BPS should also take up the comments submitted to the Executive Committee and provide a response to the comments to the WEQ Executive Committee.

Mr. Gallagher stated that the Executive Committee should make a threshold decision of whether to adopt standards that are reiterations of the FERC regulations.  If the Executive Committee determines that it will do so, then it should adopt the recommendation in the form presented by the subcommittee.  He added that the subcommittee should continue to draft the ATC related standards with the comments submitted on this recommendation in mind.

Mr. Sorenson stated that the subcommittee needs to be given a fundamental direction by the Executive Committee:  whether the sections in WEQ-001 are limited to a restatement of the regulations or if they can be augmented, which would be a fundamental change to what FERC issued as part of the regulation updates as a part of Order 890.  Mr. Green stated that he would support either avenue, as long as the recommendation is remanded to the subcommittee to be brought back before the Executive Committee as a package of all of the ATC related items.  Mr. Yeung supported directing the subcommittees to not reiterating the regulation language in the standards.  He added that the NAESB WEQ should not be adopting standards for ATC related items to address Order 890 until NERC is closer to completion of the Order 890 related reliability standards.  Mr. Ulch supported remanding the recommendation to the subcommittee with the direction that the subcommittees should not draft language to reiterate the regulations.

Mr. Gallagher noted the Order 890 deadline issued by the FERC for the ATC related items and stated that the Executive Committee should be careful in second guessing the subcommittees.

After further discussion, Mr. Green proposed the following motion that was seconded by Mr. Norris:  

I move that WEQ-001-1.6 be Tabled until the BPS/ESS/ITS is able to:

1. Bring forward a more complete package of standards, i.e. all five of the standards that are being developed independent of NERC and have been promised to FERC within the 360 day timeline;

and

2. Complete the table of information that will not be made public, such that the EC has better understanding of whether or not the information that is made available will be sufficient to meet the objectives of Order 890.

I would also ask that the EC direct the Committee to continue its deliberations with a view, as FERC noted, “to produce workable solutions to complex and contentious issues surrounding improving the consistency and transparency of ATC calculations” to implement Order 890 and not merely to reflect back the words of the Order.

Mr. Ulch recommended that if the Executive Committee delays voting on the recommendation until the February 2008 meeting, then the Executive Committee should consider scheduling a conference call in early January to work through any comments submitted and changes by the subcommittee.

Ms. York asked if Mr. Green and Mr. Norris would be amenable to revising their motion to reflect that the table of information in item 2 of the motion is dependent on completion of the NERC MODs for ATC.  Mr. Green and Mr. Norris agreed to revise their motion as Ms. York requested.  The revised motion stated:  

The EC moves that WEQ-001-1 be Tabled until the BPS/ESS/ITS is able to:

1. Bring forward a more complete package of standards, i.e. all five of the standards that are being developed independent of NERC and have been promised to FERC within the 360 day timeline;

and

2. Complete the table of information that will not be made public to the extent possible based on the current draft of the NERC MOD standards, such that the EC has better understanding of whether or not the information that is made available will be sufficient to meet the objectives of Order 890.

The EC directs the Committee to continue its deliberations with a view, as FERC noted, “to produce workable solutions to complex and contentious issues surrounding improving the consistency and transparency of ATC calculations” to implement Order 890 and not merely to reflect back the words of the Order.

Mr. Berwager stated that he supported the motion and that he would like to know whether the subcommittees should be converting FERC regulations into NAESB business practices and if that would take a change to FERC policy.  Mr. Harshbarger added that the subcommittee completed the task that it had been assigned.

There were several participants who asked what the subcommittee planned to do to address the comments submitted on the recommendation.  Ms. Kennedy noted that the comments were submitted to the Executive Committee, not the subcommittee and it was the duty of the Executive Committee to respond to the comments and to modify the recommendation based on the comments if it saw fit to do so.

Mr. Davis requested that the subcommittee bring back categories of changes to the language – changes that were made to meet the intent of the regulations, changes that are enhancements to the business practices, and changes that are changes to policy.  Ms. Kennedy noted that the subcommittee is not tasked with changing policy, just to execute the policy set by the FERC.  Mr. Davis stated that the changes in the recommendation at issue included changes to policy.  Ms. Kennedy stated that it was likely that the participants would not likely be able to agree on which changes were changes to policy and which were not, due to likely different interpretations of the policy.  Mr. Davis stated that was for the subcommittee participants to work out.  Mr. Davis requested that Mr. Green and Mr. Norris modify the motion to include the following:

We would like the subcommittee to bring back categories of changes  1) being changes being made to meet the intent of the regulations 2) changes to the BPS that are enhancements  3) changes made by the subcommittee that were changes to policy, changes to repeating FERC regulations.

Mr. Green did not accept the amendment to the motion.

Mr. Berwager requested that the motion be revised to remove the last paragraph of the motion so that the motion focuses on substantive issues and does not reiterate the FERC Order quote in the motion.  Mr. Green and Mr. Norris accepted this amendment.  The revised motion by Mr. Green and Mr. Norris stated:

The EC moves that WEQ-001-1 be Tabled until the BPS/ESS/ITS is able to:

1. Bring forward a more complete package of standards, i.e. all five (listing) of the standards that are being developed independent of NERC and have been promised to FERC within the 360 day timeline;

and

2. To the extent possible, complete the table of information that will not be made public based on the current draft of the NERC MOD standards, such that the EC has better understanding of whether or not the information that is made available will be sufficient to meet the objectives of Order 890.

Mr. Mitchell requested that the phrase “to the extent possible” be moved to the end of the phrase.  This modification was accepted by Mr. Green and Mr. Norris.

Mr. Pritchard noted that the motion asked for two things – a complete package of ATC standards and the table of information.  He asked if the table of information was to be considered as part of the package of ATC standards.  Mr. Green stated that he would like to see the table of information completed to the extent it can be completed for the Executive Committee to have when it considers the package of ATC standards during the February 2008 Executive Committee meeting.

After further discussion, the vote on the motion was taken.  The motion failed to achieve the simple majority vote required for such a motion, with 13 in support, 13 opposed, and 1 abstention.  [Vote 1].

Next, Mr. Gallagher moved, seconded by Mr. Norris, to adopt the recommendation at hand subject to the comments to be reviewed by the Executive Committee.  Mr. Davis asked that the subcommittee review the comments.  Mr. Wood stated that each comment has a disposition of the subcommittee.  Mr. Wood suggested that the recommendation be voted on as it was drafted and that the subcommittee consider the comments in the drafting of the other ATC related standards.  Mr. Sorenson supported Mr. Wood’s suggestion.  Mr. Gallagher and Mr. Norris agreed to revise the motion to state:

Adopt the recommendation WEQ-001 and remand the comments received on WEQ-001 back to the subcommittee to be drafted into Business Practice Standards.

Mr. Wood noted that he would like to review the comments he submitted on behalf of Southern Company Transmission that were in the Executive Committee book beginning on page 92.  Mr. Wood stated that he had simply reformatted the proposed standards for easier reading.  Mr. Gallagher and Mr. Norris agreed to revise their motion to include the reformatting changes proposed by Southern Company Transmission that are supported by the Executive Committee:

Adopt the recommendation WEQ-001 as modified by the JT Wood comments for reformatting the document and supported by the subcommittee and remand the comments received on WEQ-001 back to the subcommittee to be drafted into Business Practice Standards.

Mr. Skiba stated that there is another aspect of the changes that are being worked on by the subcommittee, which is an Appendix to the business practices to list the exemptions and waivers FERC granted in Order 890.  After further discussion, Mr. Gallagher and Mr. Norris agreed to modify the motion to state:

Adopt the recommendation 2007 Annual Plan Item 2(c) as modified by Southern Company Transmission comments and supported by the subcommittee.  Remand the comments received on WEQ-001 back to the subcommittee to be considered for Business Practice Standards.  The EC also directs the ESS/ITS to submit a recommendation on Appendix C of WEQ-001 Waivers and Exemptions for EC approval at their February 2008 meeting.

Mr. Green stated that he would vote against the motion because the direction of the motion does not set forth a timeline for when the comments will be considered as part of the standards development for Order 890.

After further discussion, the Executive Committee voted on the motion.  The motion passed the required super majority vote.  [Vote 2].

Mr. Davis next reiterated his previous motion:

To ask the subcommittee to include in any draft recommendations to be considered at the February 2008 EC meeting a categorization of standards or revisions to standards; 1 – those that meet FERC Order 890, 2 – those that enhance FERC Order 890, and 3- those that are considered policy changes.

Mr. Ulch seconded the motion.  Mr. Green stated that he did not support the motion as it would require the subcommittee an undue burden to complete the standards and agree on categories between now and the February meeting.  The categorization of every change will be a major exercise regardless of what the categories are.  He added that the Executive Committee members should make their own determination and vote accordingly.  Mr. Gallagher stated that adoption of this motion would send the wrong message to the subcommittees.

Ms. Crockett stated that the Executive Committee members’ duties include work that includes reading the recommendations and vetting those recommendations with their companies.  Ms. Crockett stated that she did not support delegating to the subcommittees the authority that is the purview of the Executive Committee.

Mr. Davis stated that he would like to revise his motion:

To ask the subcommittee to include in any draft recommendations to be considered at the February 2008 EC meeting a categorization of standards or revisions to standards; 1 – those that meet FERC Order 890 and 2 – those that enhance FERC Order 890. 

The Executive Committee voted on the motion.  The motion failed to achieve the simple majority vote needed for such a motion.  There were 10 votes in support and 17 votes in opposition.  [Vote 3].

Next, the Executive Committee considered the Interpretation drafted by the WEQ Interpretations Subcommittee – C07001 (Interpretation on WEQ-001-1.2 applications of standards to non-gas-fired generations facilities).  The draft Interpretation was included behind Tab 4, beginning on page 128 of the Executive Committee book.  Mr. Norris moved, seconded by Ms. Crockett to adopt the Interpretation as drafted with accolades to the WEQ Interpretations Subcommittee.

Mr. Skiba reviewed the comments submitted by the Midwest ISO posted as supplemental material for this meeting:  http://www.naesb.org/pdf3/weq_ec110607w5.pdf.  He noted that the Midwest ISO comments included a request to the Interpretations Subcommittee to include the type of detail in this first interpretation in all future interpretations.

Mr. Martinko asked for a brief overview of the interpretation.  Ms. Crockett stated that the requirement of the standard in the request for clarification required generators to notify piplines of significant changes in hourly flow and also to inform the Transmission Service Provider of service levels the gas fired generators have.  The Interpretations Subcommittee recommended that the supplemental gas usage would work this out with individual gas pipelines and that the gas usage did not qualify as significant as to require the standard to apply.

After further discussion, the Executive Committee voted on the motion.  The motion passed the required super majority vote for such a motion.  [Vote 4].

Next, the Executive Committee considered Recommendation R07010 (Modify CI standard to require scheduling entities to be a required field for every submitted request for interchange), included behind Tab 4, beginning on page 130 of the Executive Committee book.  Mr. Sorenson presented the recommendation and noted that the Executive Committee addressed what was sought in this request during the August 14, 2007 Executive Committee meeting when the revised recommendation for R06025 was adopted.  Recommendation R06025 as revised by the Executive Committee has been ratified by the membership and as such no standards are needed to address Request No. R07010.  Mr. Norris moved, seconded by Ms. Crockett, to adopt the recommendation as drafted.  The motion passed the required simple majority vote for such a motion.  [Vote 5].

Next, the Executive Committee reviewed the Recommendation for WEQ 2007 Annual Plan Item 2(ii) (Order 890 work plan group 1 – conditional firm, annotations for ATC, Load Forecast and Actual Load, Re-Bid of Partial Service and Preconfirmation Priority).  The recommendation was included in the Executive Committee book, beginning on page 132.  Comments were submitted and posted as supplemental material for this meeting from Midwest ISO, Southern Company, OATI, and the ESS/ITS.  Mr. Skiba noted that the ESS/ITS submitted minor modifications to the Recommendation that were posted as supplemental material for this meeting:  http://www.naesb.org/pdf3/weq_ec110607w4.pdf.  Mr. Sorenson moved that the Executive Committee formally adopt the documents that include the minor revisions submitted by the ESS/ITS before any comments are considered.  Mr. Pritchard seconded the motion.  The motion unanimously passed a simple majority vote.

Next, the Executive Committee reviewed the comments submitted by MISO, posted as supplemental material for this meeting:  http://www.naesb.org/pdf3/weq_ec110607w4.pdf.  The Executive Committee supported modification of WEQ 013-2.6.8 as proposed by Midwest ISO.

Next, the Executive Committee reviewed the comments submitted by Midwest ISO on 013-3.3.2.  Ms. Rehman, referencing WEQ 013-3.3.2 whether NERC had changed the balancing authority to the Transmission Provider (TP) and noted that the NERC reliability standards mentioned the load forecast associated with the balancing authority.  Mr. Sorenson stated that the system wide load forecast is the Balancing Authority’s total load and the native load forecast is everything that is not metered.  Mr. Ulch stated that the system load forecast should be capitalized because it was previously defined.  Mr. Sorenson stated that it was a data element as used in this section, not a defined term.  Ms. Otondo added that the document at hand creates the data fields for OASIS, the information technology and technical requirements, it does not develop the business practice standards for the items.  The ESS/ITS and BPS plan to develop the business practices to complement the technical requirements and present them to the WEQ Executive Committee during the February 2008 meeting.

At this time, Mr. Schwermann noted that the meeting agenda had not been completed and the meeting end time was coming near.  He moved to extend the meeting so that the agenda could be completed.  Mr. Berwager seconded the motion.  The motion passed without objection.  Mr. Norris moved, seconded by Mr. Norris, to adopt the changes discussed on the definition.  Mr. Martinko stated that further work was needed on the definition.  After further discussion, the motion passed a simple majority vote.  Section 013-3.3.2 was revised to state the following (only the revised language is included below, the section is not included in its entirety):

· ZONE_LOAD_FORECAST – Forecast of the Transmission Provider’s anticipated Load in a metered zone 

· SYSTEM_LOAD_FORECAST – Forecast of the Transmission Provider’s total system-wide load forecast for native load within a Balancing Area
· NATIVE_LOAD_FORECAST – Forecast of The portion of the Transmission Provider’s total system-wide load forecast for native load Forecast of total system load within a Balancing Area
· ACTUAL_LOAD – The Transmission Provider’s Aactual daily peak load values for the metered Balancing Area or metered Zone within the Balancing Area posted after the fact

Next, the subcommittee reviewed the comments submitted by Mr. Wood on behalf of Southern Company Transmission, posted as supplemental material for this meeting:  http://www.naesb.org/pdf3/weq_ec110607w6.doc.  

For the comment on 002-4.3.2.1, Mr. Sorenson stated that the intent of OFFER_INCREMENT is to comply with the requirement in Order 890 that a customer may post a transmission for resale and it will appear on the same page on OASIS.  Mr. Ulch stated that Southern Company proposed the change because it would result in the requirement to post increments that are not defined on Southern’s OASIS.  Mr. Pritchard stated that the ESS/ITS discussed this issue in detail and determined that based on the existing Resale standards, the OFFER_INCREMENT was the best way to accomplish the posting.

Mr. Wood stated that for Items 1, 3, and 4 of his comments, that he would submit those for consideration in the ESS/ITS work on the business practice standards for Group 1.

Next, the Executive Committee considered the comment number 2 submitted by Mr. Wood regarding 002-4.3.4.4 Systemdata.  Mr. Wood stated that as time goes on the annotations will make the records cumbersome in the systemdata files.  Southern Company recommended that a separate template be implemented that shows the ATC annotations.  Mr. Sorenson stated that a separate template was proposed originally called security template, but the ESS/ITS did not support a separate template.  Mr. Ulch moved to create a separate template for the annotations.  Mr. Sorenson stated that to create a new template would require the ESS/ITS to reconsider the recommendation.  The motion failed due to a lack of a second.
Next, the Executive Committee considered comment number 5 submitted by Mr. Wood regarding 002-4.3.6.2 Status of Customer Purchase Request (transstatus).  Mr. Wood stated that Southern Company recommends that an additional status state be used rather than a flag so that proper sequences are followed.  Mr. Skiba stated that MISO did not think there would be a need to create additional statuses and to do so would require significant rework to sequence the status.

Mr. Wood stated that comments 6 and 7 proposed the creation of new templates.  Mr. Ulch moved to create new templates based on comments 6 and 7.  The motion failed due to a lack of a second.

Mr. Sorenson moved, seconded by Mr. Ulch to adopt the modification proposed in Southern Company comment number 8.  The motion passed without objection.  The sentence “The Transmission Provider may, but is not obligated, to use this template to act on a transmission service request” was removed from 002-4.3.6.3 Seller Approval of Purchase (transsell).

Mr. Sorenson moved, seconded by Mr. Ulch to adopt the modification proposed in Southern Company comment number 9.  The motion passed without objection.  Section 002-4.3.6.3 Seller Approval of Purchase (transsell) was modified as proposed by Southern Company in comment number 9.

Ms. Weathers (now sitting as an alternate for Mr. Berwager) moved to correct the typographical error on the spelling of “performed” in 002-4.3.6.3 and to delete the sentence “A hyperlink to the binding agreement specifying the pertinent terms and conditions of service shall be identified in the PRIMARY_PROVIDER_CONDITIONS Data Element.”  Mr. Schwermann seconded the motion.  Mr. Sorenson stated that if this change were made, then the examples would have to be updated in the Implementation Guide (WEQ 013).  The motion passed without objection.

Mr. Sorenson moved, seconded by Mr. Wood (now sitting as an alternate for Mr. Ulch) to adopt the change proposed by Southern Company in comment number 11.  The motion passed without objection.  Section 002-4.3.7.2 Seller Capacity Modify (transupdate) was modified to remove the ability to update the elements identified in the comments.

The Executive Committee considered comment 12 in the Southern Company comments.  The Executive Committee did not adopt changes to address this comment.

Next, Ms. Weathers moved, seconded by Mr. Schwermann, to modify WEQ 013-2.2 to delete the second and third sentences.  The motion failed to achieve a simple majority vote.  Ms. Weathers, Mr. Schwermann, Mr. Mitchell, Mr. Castle, and Mr. Middleton voted in favor and the rest of the Executive Committee voted in opposition.  [Vote 6].
The Executive Committee reviewed the comments submitted by Mr. Sorenson on behalf of OATI, posted as supplemental material for this meeting:  http://www.naesb.org/pdf3/weq_ec110607w7.doc.  Mr. Norris moved, seconded by Mr. Pritchard to adopt the revisions to the example in 013-4.1.5(d).  The motion passed without objection.

Mr. Norris moved, seconded by Mr. Mitchell to adopt several typographical errors submitted by Ms. Weathers to sections 013-2.6.8; 013-2.6.8.1; and 013-3.3.1.  The motion passed without objection.

The Executive Committee also made a revision to the data dictionary so remove the data element PRIMARY_PROVIDER_CONDITIONS to remain in synch with the changes to the S&CPs and Implementation Guide.

Mr. Schwermann moved, seconded by Mr. Pritchard to adopt the entire recommendation with the modifications made during the meeting.  There were not enough votes cast to determine whether the vote garnered the required votes to pass a super majority vote.  A notational ballot will be distributed to the WEQ Executive Committee members and alternates who did not cast a vote [Vote 7].  The revised documents are posted as attachments to these minutes:
