PJM Formal Comments to EC letter 

  
PJM has submitted the ISO-RTO waiver as posted to the NAESB site. http://www.naesb.org/pdf3/weq_ess_its091007w17.doc.  This waiver includes the specific paragraphs and language from order 890 that cover some of the FERC approved exceptions for RTOs and ISOs.  PJM would also like to clarify that in some cases, as a market entity, some of the information that is required to be posted is already part of a much richer market structure.  Web links to these markets will be located on the PJM oasis website, instead of reposting information from these markets, outside of the structure for which this information would be useful to members of PJM, and those who do business in PJM’s markets.  We also would like to comment that information posted to the OASIS can mean information posted to the OASIS homepage as well as information posted to the OASIS system itself.  We have included below specific responses to sections of these business practices as posted. 

WEQ ESS/ITS/BPS response: The meaning of information posted to OASIS requirement is in WEQ 002-4.5. ISORTO wavier language is being worked on under the ESS/ITS. 
(a)(1) Make requests for transmission services offered by Transmission 

Providers, Resellers and other providers of ancillary services, request the designation of a network resource, and request the termination of the designation of a network resource; 
PJM comment:   This should be clarified to be “the Scheduled use of the purchased transmission service” will be available on the OASIS, not the complete NERC tag.
WEQ ESS/ITS/BPS response: 001-1.6 is intended to be a reflection of the FERC Regulatory text found in 18C.F.R. section 37.6 as revised pursuant to Order 890. If changes are desired they should be made through the NAESB standard development process.

(b)(1)(vii) Capacity Benefit Margin or CBM means the amount of TTC preserved by the Transmission Provider for load-serving entities, whose loads are located on that Transmission Provider’s system, to enable access by the load-serving entities to generation from interconnected systems to meet generation reliability requirements, or such definition as contained in Commission-approved Reliability Standards.

PJM Comment:  PJM proposed to modify the CBM and TTC definitions to note that CBM or TTC “may not apply to Merchant Transmission facilities.” 
WEQ ESS/ITS/BPS response: 001-1.6 is intended to be a reflection of the FERC Regulatory text found in 18C.F.R. section 37.6 as revised pursuant to Order 890. If changes are desired they should be made through the NERC standard development process.

(b)(3)(i)(A)(1) The posting shall show ATC, TTC, CBM, and TRM for a 30day period. For this period postings shall be: by the hour, for the current hour and the 168 hours next following; and thereafter, by the day. If the Transmission Provider charges separately for on-peak and off-peak periods in its tariff, ATC, TTC, CBM, and TRM will be posted daily for each period. 

PJM Comment:  If there is no change between the TTC, ATC, CBM, or TRM for each individual posting, then a single posting to cover them in any interval should be permissible.  For example, if a TTC does not change during month, a single posting (record) can be made for all hours, days and weeks of that month.  This will help reduce the volume of postings and data storage.
WEQ ESS/ITS/BPS response: 001-1.6 is intended to be a reflection of the FERC Regulatory text found in 18C.F.R. section 37.6 as revised pursuant to Order 890. If changes are desired they should be made through the NAESB standard development process.

(d) Posting Ancillary Service Offerings and Prices. 

PJM Comment:  RTOs and ISOs should not be required to post request and post ancillary services to the OASIS in the event a market is in place for such services.  RTOs and ISOs should be required to post a link to the appropriate market systems.  Please see the included link to the document for the specific 890 language.  
WEQ ESS/ITS/BPS response: The meaning of information posted to OASIS requirement is in WEQ 002-4.5. ISORTO wavier language is being worked on under the ESS/ITS
PJM makes the following general comment regarding the designation and undesignation of network resources.

PJM Comment:  PJM has a separate, FERC approved capacity market, RPM, which is used to request designation of capacity resources (through an auction).  PJM proposes an exception for markets with a capacity market. TPs with capacity markets can post a link their market system on the OASIS.  In such case, the TP should be required to post a link to the list of designated resources on the OASIS and requests for designation and undesignation of resources should be made through the capacity market software.  
WEQ ESS/ITS/BPS response: The meaning of information posted to OASIS requirement is in WEQ 002-4.5. ISORTO wavier language is being worked on under the ESS/ITS
