	Review of recommendation
	· Mr. Norris reviewed the questions posed to the task force and initiated discussion by asking the participants if they believed the ATC Information List is needed to support market transparency in the industry.  

· Mr. Green responded that the second to last sentence of paragraph 348 of FERC Order 890 is the key to the transparency issue, and that if the information is being created in response to the NERC MODs it should be made available, unless there is a reliability, security, or commercial sensitivity basis for withholding it.
· Mr. Wood noted that the information that is not withheld for reliability, security, or commercial sensitivity concerns is already provided on OASIS.  The participants discussed what information is currently provided on OASIS.
· After further discussion, the participants identified that the underlying issue concerning the list is that Transmission Providers interpret the ATC information differently and disagree as to what should be withheld on a reliability, security, or commercial sensitivity basis.  
· Ms. McQuade noted that the WGQ faced a similar issue when developing the Gas Quality standards, and that the approach adopted by the WGQ may be appropriate in the present circumstance.  She proposed that the Task Force fine tune the list of ATC information and then develop a complementary standard which allows the Transmission Providers to determine how the information should be treated.  The participants supported the proposal.  Ms. McQuade elaborated that the list would serve as a template and the standard would require Transmission Providers to complete the template indicating whether or not the identified information is available or unavailable.
· The participants discussed whether the proposed list would allow customers to recreate the ATC and TTC calculations, and the level of transparency the standard would provide.  Ms. McQuade noted that standard language could caution that the models developed by the Transmission Providers are proprietary and cannot be recreated using the table.

· After further discussion, the participants agreed that the proposed approach would provide the transparency requested by the customers and allow the Transmission Providers the flexibility to withhold the information they determine to be confidential for a reliability, security, or commercial sensitivity reason.

· Ms. Rehman volunteered to fine tune the list to include all ATC information and transform it into a template format.  Ms. McQuade volunteered to draft the complementary standards language based upon the group’s discussion.
· The subcommittee will schedule a subsequent meeting to review the proposed ATC information template and accompanying standards.
