	Review of recommendation
	· Mr. Wood reviewed the recommendation, the guiding principle of which is:  

The Transmission Provider shall post a Zero ATC Narrative when the ATC for any constrained Posted Path meets the criteria specified in WEQ-001-Y.1.  Once the condition(s) leading to the unavailability of ATC triggering the need for posting a Zero ATC Narrative has been posted, the Transmission Provider is only required to update the Zero ATC Narrative every six months if those conditions have not changed.  The Transmission Provider shall post a new Zero ATC Narrative if the conditions leading to requiring the posting of such narrative have changed at the time that change in conditions is detected. 
· The above purpose is reflected in the annual plan items which note:

Develop business practice standards that will set forth how transmission providers will post “explanations of the reason for a change in monthly and yearly ATC values on a constrained path.”  The standards will include a requirement that that the transmission provider posts the reason for the change in a narrative form.  The posted information will include “the (1) specific events which gave rise to the change and (2) new values for ATC on that path (as opposed to all points on the network).” Annotations for these business practices will be reflected in the OASIS S&CP requirements. 

· In addition to highlighting the new standards and the standards that changed, he provided an overview for the examples, which are contained in the recommendation, beginning on page 17.  Ms. Otondo and Mr. Skiba provided additional context for the review.  

· Issues highlighted during the review that caused significant discussion or debate when reaching consensus on the proposed standards included:
· The ATC change as a result of a 10% or more change in TTC/TFC as the trigger for a narrative posting was debated.  There were some observations that this triggering may mask other transmission providers who are affected by the overall TTC change but not required to post narratives. (Z.1.1)
· The marketer segment would prefer a shorter time period for posting ATC narratives than the transmission providers. (Y.1.3, Z.1.2)
· STOP_TIME for individual paths and the value of STOP_TIME in cases where the date and time of the change were unknown were discussed at length. (Y.2.2 and Z.2.2)
· Whether the ATC narrative postings should apply to non-firm ATC was discussed.  Ms. Rehman provided FERC Order No. 890 cites that would indicate that non-firm ATC narratives are to be posted – Order No. 890, Part 37, preceding the tariff in the document, §37.6 – information to be posted on OASIS, (b)(3)(i)A and (b)(3)(i)B address firm and non-firm requirements, and (C) Updating posted information for constrained paths, (3) and (4) address ATC triggers for posting.
· Concern was raised during the meetings that the amount of data that may be reported as a result of  ATC narratives postings may overwhelm the systems, and important narratives would be overlooked due to the considerable amount of data present.
· The status of the ATC narratives were discussed at length and it was determined that they are snapshots in time and would not be updated as additional or more updated information becomes available.
· In addition, the subcommittee leadership noted that the issues discussed in the meetings could be seen also in the motion report, which is provided as a link in the recommendation.

	Questions:
	· The co-chairs answered questions regarding the mechanics of posting.  Several other subcommittee participants provided additional information during the discussion.
· Several of the commenters provided highlights of their comments that will be discussed further at the upcoming EC meeting.

	The meeting adjourned at  3:28 pm C.

	Action Items:
	· The NAESB office will send out a reminder for the April 9 EC conference call.

· The NAESB office will include language in the next notational ballot indicating that if a notational ballot is received prior to the EC meeting and the proposed standards in the recommendation are changed in the EC meeting, the office will contact the submitter to determine if the change in the proposed standards affects their vote.
