Minor comments/questions -

001-4.9.1
Requests for short-term firm and non-firm point-to-point

service that are submitted as pre-confirmed shall not be allowed to be WITHDRAWN by the Customer until such time that the customer is offered service (status of ACCEPTED or COUNTEROFFER) or offered a system impact study. 

001-4.9.2
Transmission Customers may request that the Transmission

Provider void  (status of ANNULLED) a pre-confirmed request/reservation for short-term firm or non-firm point-to-point service.  Honoring such a request is at the discretion of the Transmission Provider.

In 001-4.9.1 Requests for short-term firm and non-firm point-to-point service that are submitted as pre-confirmed shall not be allowed to be WITHDRAWN by the Customer until such time that the customer is offered service (status of ACCEPTED or COUNTEROFFER) or offered a system impact study. 

If the request goes to accept and the customer wants to withdraw it, then this preconfirm reservation is like other non-preconfirm reservation. (doesn't it defeat the purpose of having a preconfirm reservation ?)
ESS/ITS (1/16/2008) – Language has been change to avoid ambiguity for ACCEPTED. If the request has not gone into negotiations via COUNTEROFFER or REBID the request will be automatically confirmed upon acceptance.  If the request has entered negotiations (price or capacity) the Customer may withdraw and the intent was they must explicitly confirm upon acceptance.
Also, on 001-4.24
A Transmission Provider shall accept any

reservation request submitted for an unconstrained Path if the Customer's bid price is equal to or greater than the Transmission Provider's posted offer price at the time the request was queued, even if later requests are submitted at a higher price.  This standard applies even when the first request is still unconfirmed, unless the Customer Confirmation Time Limit has expired for the first request.

Perhaps I missed something here... - This standard applies even when the first request is still unconfirmed, unless the Customer Confirmation Time Limit has expired for the first request. It seems this statement is a bit odd, my thought is it's definitely a non-issue If the time limit has expired.

ESS/ITS (1/16/2008) – This was an original unmodified FERC Order 638 Standard, the intent of the NERC Market Interface Committee (MIC) at that time was to allow a customer whose request that has been accepted as price certainty for the full confirmation time limit. 001-4.24, 001-4.25, and 001-4.26 together require that higher of pricing can preempt only if the higher-priced second request is preconfirmed. The subcommittee intends to address this issue prior to voting the recommendation out of subcommittee for formal comments and EC approval.
