Final Minutes
1. Welcome

Ms. Otondo opened the meeting and welcomed the meeting participants, who introduced themselves.  Ms. Galik read the antitrust guidelines.  Mr. Saini moved to adopt the agenda as drafted.  The motion passed without objection.

2. NITS – First Task - Business Needs 

The group continued their discussion where they left off at the last meeting.  They reviewed the NITS concept paper, a document containing notes from previous meetings and updated it to reflect discussion from the March 17 meeting.  Wording was added to capture the discussion from last week’s meeting on designation and un-designation of load.  They also added wording to indicate that they do not have experience with un-designation of load, so it is unknown what the outcome of this will be.     
· Determine transmission provider needs including ATC calculations, auditing/tracking, billing integrity 
The group also updated the NITS concept paper during this discussion.  They discussed ATC calculations and the extent to which it will be required.  They agreed on adding to their notes, “matrix of allocation of transmission “reservation” over posted paths for POR/POD or resources/loads, as applicable, combinations.”  The group then moved on to addressing auditing/tracking. They revisited the possibility of flagging items but decided against it because they felt that got into details of implementation.  The discussion then revolved around customer’s ability to query the history of designation and un-designation of resource and load and decided to add that into their concept paper.  Mr. Harshbarger asked what process OASIS users would use to get to the data associated with network service.  This discussion was also added to the concept paper.  Ms. Glassman stated she thought it would be easier if the public side and private sides of OASIS were defined.  The group discussed whether the customer or the transmission provider (TP) has the ability to un-designate a unit and update the matrix.  They agreed that the customer initiates the request, the TP must approve, and the customer must then confirm it.  Mr. Wood stated that there has always been a dividing line between what customers and TPs are responsible for regarding information on OASIS, the question is where to draw that line.  The group added an overview of this process into the NITS concept paper.  There was discussion regarding a link between point to point and designation.  Barbara found language on this in 18 C.F.R 37.6 and this language was added to the NITS concept paper.  The group then discussed billing and billing calculations and struggled to come to agreement and it was agreed that billing and/or posting of billing information on OASIS would not be addressed at this time.  
3. Other Business/Next Steps
This was the last single topic call scheduled and no new single topic calls were scheduled.  The next conference call is scheduled for Thursday and Friday, April 3-4 from 9:00AM to 4:00PM Central.
