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The proposed business practice standards for conditional curtailment option depend on or should reflect the process for applying and awarding long-term point-to-point transmission service.  Specifically, who does what and when.  

Below is a draft of that process according to the pro forma tariff description of the processes.   It is not all inclusive and may need correction.
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
