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of providing customers with information on curtailments S The MIC How Groups
responded to this concem by submitting comments on September 23, 1994 (September 23
Filing) in Docket No RMUR-3-000 suggesting that the S&CP Document should be
revised to include a new scheduling template "SCHFDUT FDETAIL " that incorporates
information previously supplied in the “CURTAILMENT" template. The September 23
Filing argued that a seven-day lag should be permitted before this information is posted
based on concerns over the commercial sensitivity of the underlying information and
because the Commission's regulation at 18 CFR § 37.6(f) already provides a seven-day
lag prior to the posting of information on transmission service schedules. Notice of the
September 23 Filing was issued on October 6, 1999, inviting comments on or before
November 8, 1999. None was filed.

Although not separately reiterated in the cover letter accompanying the January
31, 2000 submittal from the MIC/How Groups, which was the basis for much of the May
19 Notice, the revised templates were included in the S&CP Document, Version 1.4
proposed in the May 19 Notice and set out in Attachment A to that document. On review
of this matter, we will accept the suggested seven-day lag before posting because this lag
is already permitted with regard to much of the information and because the lag should
not interfere with the review of this information by customers and the Commission to

detect discriminatory practices. However, we make no finding as to the claim that this
