Recommendation for: Query Parameters on provision templates

For the provision templates, the query parameters should more closely match the set for transstatus.

I removed the ones I thought might change during the window of time between interactions. This should guarantee that the set of ASSIGNMENT_REFs in the transstatus response will at least be a proper subset of ASSIGNMENT_REFs to check for provisions.

I believe this is very important for a programmatic reason when you are collecting and collating data from multiple interactions
