Item 1

Section: 

001-n.3.1.1 states “The Transmission Provider may elect to waive the right to perform 

a Biennial Reassessment.”
Comment: 
It would be helpful to clarify that the waiver of a biennial reassessment for one period 


does not constitute a waiver of the biennial assessment for the whole term of the 


agreement unless explicitly agreed in writing by both parties. This interpretation was 


supported in Order 890-A ¶585 that states that the Transmission Provider’s waiver of 


a reassessment for conditional firm or planning redispatch service does not constitute 

a waiver of all reassessments for the duration of the service unless explicitly agreed 


to by the transmission provider. PacifiCorp respectfully requests that the following 


language be added to 001-n.3.1.1 such that it would read as follows, or something 


similar:
Suggested Language:

“The Transmission Provider may elect to waive the right to perform a Biennial 
Reassessment. Waiver of the Biennial Reassessment for one period does not 
constitute a waiver of a reassessment for the duration of the service unless explicitly 
agreed to by the Transmission Provider.” 

Item 2
Section: 
001-n.3.5.1 states “Notice of the Transmission Customer’s choice to discontinue 
service must be provided to the Transmission Provider at least thirty (30) calendar 
days prior to the end of the reassessment.” 
Comment: 
To avoid any potential confusion regarding customer notification, the section above 
should clarify that the Transmission Customer should provide the Transmission 
Provider with a written notice of its choice to discontinue service. PacifiCorp 
respectfully requests the following language be incorporated, or something similar.

Suggested Language:


“Written notice of the Transmission Customer’s choice to discontinue service must be provided to the contact outlined in section 6.0 of Attachment A to the Transmission Provider’s Open Access Transmission Tariff at least thirty (30) calendar days prior to the end of the reassessment.” 

Item 3

Section: 
001-n.3.1.1.2 states “Upon the election to waive the right to perform a Biennial 
Reassessment, the Transmission Provider shall also waive the Biennial 
Reassessment of any similarly situated Transmission Customers granted a CCO 
Reservation.” 

Comment:
While FERC defines what is meant by a “similarly situated customer” in Order 890-A 
¶585, it is not clear what would happen if a customer that is “similarly situated” wants 
the Biennial Reassessment completed. While the Transmission Provider may at its 
discretion waive that right, the way the language above is stated is that the 
Transmission Provider “shall” waive that right which may not be acceptable by the 
customer. Please clarify how this type of situation would be handled per the standard.
