Comment 1:  Resale and Transfer Rights

WEQ-001-n.5.3 Recommendation language should be modified as follows:

001-n.5.3   Resales and Transfers of capacity subject to a Conditional Curtailment Priority Level shall be treated the same as any other Resale or Transfer, as identified in the Transmission Provider’s approved tariff (OATT).  
This standard should also accommodate tracking of such Resales and Transfers of capacity subject to a Conditional Curtailment Priority Level.
Comment 2:  Biennial Reassessment

WEQ-001-0.nn Biennial Reassessment definition language should be modified as follows:

001-0.nn 
Biennial Reassessment ( A right of the Transmission Provider to reassess the provision of service taken under a CCO Reservation not more frequently than once every two years to determine if the curtailment condition(s) in the service agreement needs to be modified for purposes of maintaining reliability. Reassessment does not apply to service under which the Transmission Customer has committed to system upgrades.

Comment 3:  Criteria Changes

WEQ-001-n.3.5 Recommendation language should be modified as follows:

001-n.3.5
As a result of a Biennial Reassessment, if the System-Conditions or Number-of-Hours Criteria changed,and are more limiting, the Transmission Customer may choose to discontinue the service. 
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
