The Midwest ISO is requesting the Wholesale Electric Quadrant Electronic Scheduling Subcommittee (ESS)/Information Technology Subcommittee (ITS)/Busniess Practices Subcommittee (BPS) consider the suggestions below, prior to voting out of subcommittee the “Conditional Firm Business Practice Standards” recommendation.  

· Evaluate if there are any required changes to the transassign template as a result of this recommendation
· The Title of the recommendation needs to be updated to reflect that the Rollover Rights is being added to the template so people reading the recommendation are aware that the change is included in the request.
· The Summary section needs to be updated to reflect the inclusion of the Rollover Rights Template.
· Include standard in 001-n.5 (Miscellaneous Provisions) section (001-n.5.4?) stating something similar to “Associated Transmission Providers will coordinate CCO as appropriate.”

· The Log in WEQ-002 needs to be deleted from the recommendation.  It has not been kept current with the other recommendations nor has it been included in published Version 001 of the business practices.
· Specify in the transtatus template (002-4.3.6.2) that the PRIMARY_PROVIDER_PROVISIONS field should be either “Y” or “N” and should not be blank
· In the cco template (002-4.3.6.2.1), instead of START_TIME and STOP_TIME, utilize CCO_START_TIME and CCO_STOP_TIME, otherwise this may confuse Market Participants as the actual Start/Stop time of the LTF associated with the conditional firm

· The changes listed in WEQ-002-4.3.6.3 on the “Input” list needs to reflect only those elements being added or deleted.
· Evaluate if Section 002-5.10.1 should be updated to reflect the data elements in the rollover and cco templates to note that there is no conversion required.
· All the data elements in the Data Dictionary (WEQ-003) that are not being updated or changed should be removed from the recommendation to prevent them from overlaying revised data elements from previously approved recommendations.  (See SYSTEM_ATTRIBUTE).
· Under section 4.d Commentary/Rationale of Subcommittee(s)/Task Force(s), the subcommittee should add a solid rationale for changing their approach for rollover rights since the previous approach was approved in February 2008.

· All of the examples for transstatus, transsell and transstatusaudit in WEQ-013 need to be updated to reflect the new field and the deleted fields.
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
