FINAL MINUTES
1. Administrative
Mr. Wood welcomed the participants to the conference call.  The participants introduced themselves on the phone.  Ms. Cunningham gave the antitrust guidance.  Ms. Otondo noted the adoption of minutes should be removed from the agenda.  Ms. Otondo moved to adopt the agenda as amended.  The agenda was adopted without opposition or discussion.

2. Review the Comments Submitted in Response to the Conditional Firm Recommendation
The subcommittee reviewed and discussed Section 5 for final revisions.  Section 5 deals with redirect, resales and transfers.  The subcommittee determined that no further discussion was necessary for Sections 5.1 and 5.2.  Mr. Pritchard questioned whether the conditional curtailment option (cco) template should be restricted to long-term firm point-to-point service.  Ms. Otondo confirmed that the cco template should be restricted to long term firm.  Mr. Pritchard proposed that language be drafted that would include assigning accumulated hours to redirects.  Ms. Otondo stated redirects could be applicable for long term only.  Mr. Wood stated there are three to four different variations on redirects and a redirect can occur off the path.  Ms. Rehman disagreed that redirects would apply to long term only and suggested revisions to Section 5.2.2.  The subcommittee added this issue as Item 16
 of the ESS/ITS Parking Lot on Conditional Firm.  The document may be viewable via the following link: http://www.naesb.org/pdf3/weq_ess_its062308a2.doc.
In regards to Section 5.3, the group agreed to the deletion of language pertaining to the definition of transfer rights.  The group then determined that revisions were needed for Section 5.3.1 regarding transfer rights for CCO reservations.  Next, the group reviewed and held discussion regarding whether in Section 5.3.2 to incorporate partial transfer rights language in the recommendation.  The group held significant discussion regarding the inclusion of partial transfer rights language for the parent reservation.  Mr. Wood noted that when a parent reservation has full transfer rights but a CCO reservation might only acquire partial transfer rights.  Mr. Pritchard noted that Section 5.3.1 relates to full transfers and Section 5.3.2 pertains to partial transfers.  He explained that partial transfers might occur when responsibility has shifted to another transmission customer.  He further explained that once a reservation transferred the assignee would determine the long-term firm point-to-point service.  Mr. Pritchard noted that if a parent CCO reservation had 100 hours of curtailment and 50 hours curtailed, the 50 hours would remain curtailed during a transfer.  Mr. Green noted that Section 5.3.1 should include language referencing the partial transfers and service agreements.
Mr. Green was concerned with any restrictions on resale rights.  Mr. Wood noted that Motion 19 of the ESS/ITS Motions on Conditional Firm placed restrictions on resale rights for CCO Reservation.  He further noted that Sections 5.4 and 5.4.1 are not applicable to the issue.  Mr. Pritchard stated the expansion of a single CCO reservation into multiple CCO reservations with different OASIS AREFs could create reliability problems in real time management of curtailments. Mr. Green made the following motion: Move to rescind Motion 19, which stated: A CCO reservation or the portion of a CCO Reservation that is conditional may not be resold.  Ms. Rehman seconded the motion.  With a balanced vote, the motion failed 3.73 to 5.27 [Vote 1].

The subcommittee determined that Sections 5.4 and 5.4.1 would remain unchanged.  The subcommittee subsequently determined to delete Sections 5.5 and 5.5.1.

The subcommittee then held discussion and reviewed Section 11.2- Modifications to WEQ-001 (Revisions to Redlines).  Ms. Otondo questioned whether the proposed revisions should indicate the ability for the TP to nullify a resale.  Mr. Green stated that he was opposed to the blocking of resale.  Mr. Pritchard noted that Section 11.2 recognizes that resale is a two party transaction.  Ms. Otondo suggested clarification of the proposed language in Section 11.2 to indicate that the TP will have the right to nullify the resale if contradictory to the application of a conditional curtailment priority level.  Mr. Skiba proposed the following motion: Accept 001-11.2 as proposed with red line.  With a simple majority vote, the motion passed (with Mr. Green and Ms. McIntire abstaining).  In regards to Appendix C, the subcommittee determined that no further changes were necessary.  
Next, the group held discussion and examined WEQ-002 Business Practices for OASIS Protocols Version 1.5.  These modifications include the template structures for CCO and rollover rights.  The group evaluated the revisions to Section 4.3.6.2 as it relates to the Primary Providers data element.  Mr. Wood stated that if there were no data to convert, the data element would not change.  He suggested populating the field with ‘N’ to denote when the data element has changed.  Mr. Skiba stated the data dictionary might need revision to include this particular notation.  The group continued discussion regarding the query and response query for CCO and rollover rights.  Mr. Pritchard indicated that START and STOP TIME should be included in the rollover template.  Mr. Wood stated that these data elements would be added to avoid confusion.
Ms. Rehman made the following motion: Add data elements Rollover_Start_Time and Rollover_Stop_Time to the query parameters of the rollover template. Replace Start_Time and Stop_Time with Rollover Start_Time and Rollover_Stop_Time in the response parameters of the rollover template and make appropriate changes to WEQ-002, WEQ-003 and WEQ-013.  With a simple majority vote, the motion passed (with Mr. Green and Mr. Wood abstaining).  Ms. Rehman next made the following motion: Add data elements Conditional_Start_Time and Conditional_Stop_Time to the query parameters of the cco template. Replace Start_Time and Stop_Time with Conditional Start_Time and Conditional_Stop_Time in the response parameters of the cco template and make appropriate changes to WEQ-002, WEQ-003 and WEQ-013.  With a simple majority vote, the motion passed (with Mr. Green and Mr. Wood abstaining).  The group subsequently added this issue as Item 17
 of the ESS/ITS Parking Lot on Conditional Firm.  Mr. Wood made revisions WEQ-002, WEQ-003, and WEQ-013 to reflect Motions 27-28.  The subcommittee discussed and considered the allocation of long term firm ATC which becomes available. The subcommittee determined to defer this issue and will consider submitting a request for standards to address this issue.

The subcommittee reviewed and held discussion on Items 16 and 17 of the ESS/ITS Parking Lot on Conditional Firm.  For Item 17, after much discussion, Mr. Wood stated that this issue would be addressed in the rollover template.  As it relates to Item 16, the group determined that the cco template could be applied to short term firm redirects.  Mr. Pritchard stated that Section 4.3.2 should be expanded to include language regarding the subsequent  redirected CCO (“children”) reservation.  The subcommittee subsequently added Section 5.2.2 to the proposed standards.  Ms. Otondo questioned whether a customer has agreed to automatic notification if a TP alters the rollover template.  Mr. Wood confirmed that the customer would receive automatic notification but only if the proposed standards allow for notification.
Ms. Rehman made the following motion:  Post for 30 day formal comment and submit to the EC for approval Request Number: 2008AP 2.a.i.2 and 2008AP 2.a.vii.1 subject to clean-up by NAESB staff.  Ms. Otondo seconded the motion.  The group held discussion regarding Motion 29.  Mr. Green informed the subcommittee that he would be voting against the proposed recommendation.  He felt it was inappropriate for conditional firm service sold at firm prices to have additional unnecessary constraints (limitations on resale rights) applied.  He also stated that customers should be as well informed as possible regarding the applicability of specific conditions which may result in their curtailment priority being reduced. He further stated that since the subcommittee has determined this information is not to be made available or is unnecessary, he would oppose Motion 29.  Mr. Wood responded that, as conditions become available, the information would also be available as it relates to the conditions.  Mr. Green stated customers do not receive advanced notice of change in priority levels.  Ms. McIntire interjected that she shared Mr. Green’s concerns and further stated the standards do not describe how new long tern firm service will be allocated to conditional firm customers.  She stated the proposed standards are incomplete.
With a balanced vote, the motion passed 4.8 to 3.2 (with Ms. Wesley abstaining) [Vote 2].  The proposed recommendation will be posted for a 30 day formal comment period.
