
ESS/ITS Concepts 
Rollover of Redirects Recommendation
1. 7.1.1 – Review what is meant by “valid long term firm transmission service”. Redirects can be for less than a “long term” period, but can not be for a period that is not offered by the TP (e.g. can not be hourly if the TP does not offer hourly firm). The parent reservation is long term. 
Status: Approved sections WEQ-001 9.3.2 and 9.5.3 confirm this concept. 
9.3.2 Requests for redirect on a firm basis must represent an established firm point to point service increment (e.g. daily, monthly, etc.) offered by the transmission provider.
9.5.3 Redirects on a firm basis shall have all the rights and obligations of an original reservation for firm service (with the exception of renewal/rollover rights) including the rights to be redirected on a firm and/or non-firm basis.
2. What is the interpretation of requests for redirects must be submitted “within the notice period” with respect to rollover rights? Does that mean that in order to qualify for rollover rights, the request for rollover must be submitted prior to the 60-day/1-year notice deadline? See section 9.7.1.2 of proposed standards

No redirect =

   Service-------notice given on/before 60-day ------------------service continues on original

Firm redirect not to end of original term, before rollover notice required = 

Original path ---- redirect --- 60 day notice given for original path --- back to original path ---- r/o service continues on original path

Firm redirect to end of original term, before rollover notice required =

Original path ---- redirect – 60 day notice given on redirected path ---- continue on redirected path

As soon as the redirect is confirmed rollover rights on parent are relinquished, note that rollover rights on the redirected path may be limited based on the study done for the redirect.

Firm redirect not to end original term but after 60-day notice =

Original path ---- 60 day notice given for original path --- redirect --- back to original path ---- r/o service continues on original path

Firm redirect to end original term and after 60-day notice =

Option One:

Original path ---- 60 day notice given for original path ---
new reservation for the renewal, rollover rights on original path removed once renewal is confirmed

redirect ---
+ customer can redirect to the end of  the initial term 

+ If the customer wants to move to the redirect path for the renewal the customer should redirect the renewal reservation

+ If the customer does not want to move to the redirect path for the term of the renewal, the customer should not redirect the renewal reservation

Option Two:

+ If the customer wants to redirect the renewal, the customer indicates this by redirecting to the end of the initial term. Upon confirmation of the redirect the renewal will be redirected to the new path, the renewal on the original path will be “dropped”.

+ If the customer does not want to redirect the renewal, the customer should put an end date/time on the request to redirect that is less than the end of the original term.

NOTE: In either option, the Transmission Provider may, based on study results, limit the redirect capacity for the renewal period.
