BPA Informal Comments on 2008 AP Item 2(a) (iv) (3), Rollover rights on Redirect on a Firm Basis


Please consider the following comments of the Bonneville Power Administration:

Comment 1:  Adding commas to this complex sentence, as shown, to offset the phrase “as established by the Transmission Provider at the time service was granted, “  adds ease of readability and understanding:

001-0.nn 
Unexercised Rollover Rights – The amount of capacity that is held on a Long-term Firm Point-to-Point Transmission Service reservation and eligible for on-going rollover or renewal of service,  as established by the Transmission Provider at the time service was granted,  less the capacity held on any confirmed service reservations for renewal of those rollover rights for a subsequent term of service and less any capacity conveyed as an on-going rollover right to a qualifying confirmed Redirect on a Firm Basis.
Comment 2:  Throughout Examples 11-14, several typos appear multiple times.  "Comformance" should read "conformance" and "allso" should read "also".  Additionally in the standards, various typos, edits, etc., as follows:
001-9.7
ROLLOVER RIGHTS
A Transmission Customer holding long-term firm point-to-point transmission rights on the Transmission Provider’s system that are eligible for continued rollover rights shall indicate through a request to Redirect on a Firm Basis their intent to convey those rights to an altenate path or points of receipt and delivery subject to the following requirements.
001-9.7.2
Any request to Redirect on a Firm Basis that fails to meet all criteria of WEQ-001-9.7.1 shall be considered ineligible for the conveyence of any rollover rights held by the Transmission Customer, and all such rights shall remain in full force on the path or points of receipt and delivery held by that Customer.

001-9.7.4
In the event the Redirect on a Firm Basis has not been confirmed and rollover rights conveyed on the redirected path prior to the deadline for submission of a notice to exercise any rollover rights that may be conveyed on the redirected path, the Transmission Customer must submit a request to renew service on the redirected path subject to the requirements specified in WEQ-013 or forfeit any future conveyance of rollover rights on the redirected path.

001-y.2
To exercise the on-going rollover rights associated with a Long Term Firm Point-to-Point reservation, the Transmission Customer shall submit a request to renew their service for a new term prior to the deadline to notify the Transmission Provider to exercise those rights and in accordance with WEQ-013.

Comment 3:     If TP practices follow 9.7.1.2, then wouldn’t there be TP jeopardy under   9.7.1.6?
Is there a need to clarify in 9.7.1.6, submission of Redirect or request to renew?  The highlighted 
language in the following two standards appears to be in conflict with 001-9.7.1.1 through 9.7.1.5.  
Since 9.7.1.6 is not optional, it makes 9.7.1.1 – 1.5 moot.  In addition, 001-9.7.1.6 may be in 
conflict with 001-9.7.4, depending on the clarification of that standard.  We recommend that 
9.7.1.6 be removed.  If it cannot be removed, we suggest replacing ”shall be waived” with “may 
be waived.”  If 9.7.1.6 is retained, see additional suggested language change in 9.7.1.6.
001-9.7.1.2
The Redirect request submission time must be prior to the deadline for exercising the Transmission Customer’s right of renewal of the transmission service being redirected (Parent Reservation).
001-9.7.1.6
Assuming all requirements of 001-9.7.1.1 through 001-9.7.1.5 have been met, any Transmission Provider practices or requirements with respect to the minimum term or duration of service, submission deadlines, etc. (e.g., start and stop time of service, minimum or maximum lead times for submission) for the renewal of service request may be waived.
Comment 4:  Why/how would ROR be conveyed on a yet to be confirmed request for Redirect.  Is this correct?  There appears to be missing language here.  It is difficult to
understand what is being stated here.  Please clarify if ROFR is or is not conveyed in the first phrase of this paragraph.   We think the latter, i.e., ROFR is not conveyed.  Is the intent that while the Redirect is still pending and the Renewal deadline is near, submit a ROFR request for the Redirect?  Then the Redirect ROFR will be processed after the Redirect is confirmed.   If this is the intent, 001-9.7.1.6 seems to allow a renewal of the Redirect to come in at any time.  Is this correct?
001-9.7.4
In the event the Redirect on a Firm Basis has not been confirmed and rollover rights conveyed on the redirected path prior to the deadline for submission of a notice to exercise any rollover rights that may be conveyed on the redirected path, the Transmission Customer must submit a request to renew service on the redirected path subject to the requirements specified in WEQ-013 or forfiet any future conveyance of rollover rights on the redirected path.
Comment 5:  Clarification needed.  See suggested language change.
001-9.7.6.2
The Unexercised Rollover Rights associated with the Parent Reservation whose rollover rights are being conveyed to the Redirect shall be reduced by the lower of 1) the capacity granted to the Redirect, or 2) the Unexercised Rollover Rights associated with the ParentReservation at the time of confirmation of the Redirect.
Comment 6:  Delete 001-y.2.2 and 2.3.  They are redundant with 001-y.2.1. It is not clear why the TP would ACCEPT any request that exceeds the Unexercised Rollover Rights.
001-y.2.1
Submission of a request to renew service in an amount that exceeds the current Long Term Firm Point-to-Point reservation’s Unexercised Rollover Rights shall be deemed an invalid request.
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
