1. Item to look at for the business needs 
· Review Paul Sorenson’s power point document from November 2007

· Designation and undesignation of resources and loads 

· Forecasts issues

· Determine transmission providers needs including ATC calculating, auditing / tracking, billing integrity
· Initial applications requirements and process (evaluation, studies, queuing, status, deposit / queue time)
· Granularity and timing of information submitted 
· Determine network customer needs including understanding of processes and ease of use, confidentiality (masking)
· Transparency for other market participants 

· Secondary network service issues

2. Is there a need to create a business practice to define when an application becomes a completed application
· There will be a data element on OASIS but we may not need a business practice as completed application is defined in the Tariff and by the transmission provider

3. There is a need to capture agency arrangements between an authorized agent that may submit DNR’s etc. as opposed to the party receiving service i.e. the load or network customer.

4. There needs to be a way to time stamp requests for transmission service (e.g. DNR) so they can be queued properly to be in competition with point-to-point.

5. When creating standards, clarify the meaning of “day” e.g. business day or calendar day.

· Is it already defined in the NAESB standards? 

6. Want to make sure the queue hoarding and flooding language in the NAESB standards is sufficient to cover network service. 001-8 et. Al.
7. If there is an agent, allow customer to also change the request?

8. Review assignment business practices to ensure network reservations can be assigned so the rollover rights can be assigned.
9. Request for DNR’s – ensure item 5 of application procedure list includes attestation.
