DRAFT Rebid of Partial Service – REQUIREMENTS

ESS/ITS response:  Everything but the definition will go in WEQ 001-4 (ON-LINE NEGOTIATION AND CONFIRMATION PROCESS) as a new section (perhaps 4.28) and/or in the implementation guide new section (perhaps 013-2.6.1.3).
1.0 – Definition WEQ ESS/ITS agrees to delete portions of the definition and place it in WEQ 001-0.21.



Partial Service: Any transmission service offered or provided by a Transmission Provider in response to a  Customer request that is for a shorter duration than requested (start-time through stop-time), less capacity than requested, or both.  TRANSMISSION PROVIDER
1.0.1  A Transmission Provider is not required to provide Short-Term  Service in response to a Long-Term request. 
ESS/ITS reponse: We agree that this concept needs to be included in business practices in WEQ 001-4.
1.1 – Transmission Provider Responsibilities
Why is this ReSeller and not just Seller?  WEQ ESS/ITS response:  It should be Transmission Provider to be consistent with WEQ 001 terminology and should be Primary Provider when used in WEQ 013.
In those cases where partial service is required to be offered,…..
If the total  CAPACITY_REQUESTED over time cannot be accomodated,  the Transmission Provider’s response is either:

· Change the value(s) for CAPACITY_GRANTED, OFFER_PRICE, or both and sets status to COUNTEROFFER. 


· Change the status of the reservation to REFUSED.

If BID_PRICE is not equal to OFFER_PRICE, the Transmission Provider’s response is either:

· Change the values for NEGOTIATED_PRICE_FLAG, CAPACITY_GRANTED, OFFER_PRICE, and sets status to COUNTEROFFER. 


· Change the status of the reservation to DECLINED.


· Update OFFER_PRICE to match BID_PRICE, NEGOTIATED_PRICE_FLAG to ‘H’ or ‘L’ for higher or lower for the BID_PRICE compared to the OFFER_PRICE, set CAPACITY_GRANTED equal to CAPACITY_REQUESTED, and set the status to ACCEPTED.

Transmission Provider uses either their OASIS or transsell template (WEQ002-4.3.6.3)

1.2 – Customer Responsibilities


Customer recognizes the CAPACITY_GRANTED is not equal to CAPACITY_REQUESTED and status is COUNTEROFFER and elects to:


· Confirm:  Customer decides to confirm reservation and changes CAPACITY_REQUESTED equal to CAPACITY_GRANTED and requests the status change to CONFIRMED.


· Withdraw:  Customer decides to withdraw request and requests status change to WITHDRAW.


· Rebid:  Customer is opting a different capacity then the CAPACITY_GRANTED.  Customer updates CAPACITY_REQUESTED and requests status change to REBID.

Customer recognizes BID_PRICE is not equal to OFFER_PRICE and elects to:

· Confirm:  Customer updates the value for BID_PRICE to match OFFER_PRICE, and requests status change to CONFIRMED. 


· Withdraw:  Customer decides to withdraw request and requests status change to WITHDRAW.


· Rebid:  Customer is opting to pay a different price then the OFFER_PRICE.  Customer updates BID_PRICE and requests status change to REBID.

NOTE:  The TSP is the only one that can approve a status change.  The TSP (or their OASIS) must validate that the requested status change is appropriate.

Customer uses either the Transmission Provider OASIS or transcust template (WEQ002-4.3.6.4)

1.3 – Special Considerations

For each continuation record, the price and capacity must be equal in order for the status to be either ACCEPTED or CONFIRMED.  OASIS validation requires BID_PRICE = OFFER_PRICE and CAPACITY_REQUESTED = CAPACITY_GRANTED.

Transmission Provider may update an ACCEPTED reservation to a different OFFER_PRICE.  The status must immediately change to COUNTEROFFER if this is done to signal to the customer the change and allow them to respond.

A request that is in ACCEPTED or COUNTEROFFER status may go into RETRACTED status if the customer fails to act within the response time limit.  The time limits may be determined by Transmission Provider’s regional practices and posted on their OASIS.
