Draft Minutes 
1 and 2.
Opening Remarks/Administrative 
Ms Otondo opened the meeting and welcomed the meeting participants.  Ms. Otondo, Mr. Wood and Mr. Sorenson were present as co-chairs of the meeting and Ms. Otondo and Mr. Wood facilitated the meeting.  Mr. Huffman read the antitrust guidelines.

The group reviewed the agenda.  Mr. Skiba proposed deleting agenda item number two (Review Order 890 work plan and align with 2008 Annual Plan) and replace it with a review of Appendix C and he suggested the committee should vote it out for Formal Comments.  The group agreed with Mr. Skiba’s revisions.  Mr. Wood moved, seconded by Ms. Rehman, to adopt the agenda as revised.  The motion passed without objection.

Review Appendix C and Recommendation
Mr. Skiba brought up the recommendation for WEQ-001 Appendix C OASIS Exemptions for the group to review.  He noted to the group that he added a new section, section “e”.  
The new section states:

  “As the business practices are updated to address the exemptions documented in Appendix C the cross references to WEQ business practices may need to be updated.  If so, the ESS/ITS will submit minor corrections to make changes to references.”

The group briefly discussed whether the cross references to WEQ business practice updates should be minor corrections or not.  The group determined the updates should be minor corrections and could be addressed through the ESS/ITS Subcommittee. 
Mr. Skiba brought up the WEQ-001 Appendix C OASIS Exemptions for the group to review.  He commented that he had made minor “clean-up” revisions to the document.  The group had no comment on his minor revisions.  The group determined that a vote was not required because a vote was taken at the last meeting and Mr. Skiba had only made minor “clean –up” revisions and no substantive changes were made.  The group unanimously agreed the Recommendation and the Appendix C were ready to be posted for the 30-day Formal Comment period from December 19, 2007 to January 19, 2008.

There was no further group discussion on this topic.   
4.
Review comments on Pre-confirmation 
The group reviewed Idaho Power Company’s Informal Comments on Proposed Changes to WEQ-001.  The group reviewed section 001-4.9.1:

01-4.9.1 Requests for short-term firm and non-firm point-to-point service that are submitted as pre-confirmed shall not be allowed to be WITHDRAWN by the Customer unless the request status is COUNTEROFFER or REBID

The Idaho Power comment on this section stated, 

  “If the Transmission Provider is allowed to show discretion in 001-4.9.2, could 4.9.1 also be set up to allow that discretion?  For example, if an hourly non-firm product is REQUIRED to be pre-confirmed based on a Transmission Provider’s business practice, that Transmission Provider can also establish in its business practices that it can be withdrawn by the customer.  This allows for the withdrawal by the customer when mistakes are made on those products that are required to be pre-confirmed by a Transmission Provider.  By saying the request, SHALL NOT be allowed to be withdrawn puts more work on the Transmission Provider when an error by the customer is made on a required pre-confirmed non-firm hourly product.  We would agree that any request that is voluntarily submitted as pre-confirmed rather than required to be submitted as pre-confirmed shall not be allowed to be withdrawn.”
The subcommittee response to the Idaho Power comment stated that the comment has been reviewed and the commenter should review the next version going out for informal comments.

The group reviewed section 001-4.9.2:

01-4.9.2 Transmission Customers may request that the Transmission Provider void a pre-confirmed request/reservation for short-term firm or non-firm point-to-point service.  Honoring such a request is at the discretion of the Transmission Provider.
The Idaho Power comment on this section stated,

  “What would be the action taken by a Transmission Provider to “void” the request?  What is the actual state the request should go to?”
The subcommittee response to the Idaho Power comment stated that the comment has been reviewed and the commenter should review the next version going out for informal comments.

The group also reviewed section 001-4.10.3 comments:

01-4.10.3 The Transmission Customer and Transmission Provider shall positively acknowledge and agree to both the price and capacity over time prior to confirmation of the transmission service request.
The Idaho Power comment on this section stated,

  “Not all transmission providers compete on price. For those that do not, we need to make sure that they retain the ability to adjust the price to the current OATT price in effect at the time service is taken.  Some Transmission Providers have an approved FERC formula rate that changes each year and the price the customer pays will not necessarily be the bid/offer price reflected on the transmission request, but will instead be the tariff rate in effect at time of service.  By saying that the Transmission Provider shall positively agree to the price makes it appear that we will honor the price at the time the service is requested and not necessarily at the time the service is used.”
The subcommittee response to the Idaho Power comment stated that the comment has been reviewed and the commenter should review the next version going out for informal comments.

No other discussion on this topic was noted. 
5.
Review Rebid and performance matrix on the Home page links
The group reviewed Mr. Sorenson’s work paper WEQ-001 Misc Changes (rebid of partial service, preconfirmation, misc service attribute, home page links) 12/11/07 Submitted by P. Sorenson, OATI
The group reviewed section 001-1.6:
  (v)
Available transfer capability or ATC shall have the same meaning as that provided in the NERC Glossary of Terms Used in Reliability Standards as adopted by the NERC Board of Trustees on May 2, 2007. 

  (vi)
Total transfer capability or TTC shall have the same meaning as that provided in the NERC Glossary of Terms Used in Reliability Standards as adopted by the NERC Board of Trustees on May 2, 2007.

  (vii)
Capacity Benefit Margin or CBM shall have the same meaning as that provided in the NERC Glossary of Terms Used in Reliability Standards as adopted by the NERC Board of Trustees on May 2, 2007.

  (viii)
Transmission Reliability Margin or TRM shall have the same meaning as that provided in the NERC Glossary of Terms Used in Reliability Standards as adopted by the NERC Board of Trustees on May 2, 2007. 

The group debated whether the ESS/ITS/BPS or the ESS/ITS should review section 001-1.6.  After discussion, Ms. Otondo moved to forward section 001-1.6 onto ESS/ITS/BPS for review and discussion.  Ms. Franz seconded the motion and it was passed without objection. 

The group reviewed section 001-2.1.9 (Sliding Yearly): 
  The service starts at 00:00 of any date and stops at 00:00 on the same date of the following      year.  If there is no corresponding date in the following year, the service stops at 24:00 on the last day of the same month in the following year.  For example, SLIDING YEARLY service starting on February 29 would stop on February 28 of the following year.

The group also determined to add the phrase, “The Transmission Provider may limit the start of service to the beginning of a calendar month” To section 001-2.1.9. 
The group reviewed section 01-2.3.3 (CBM): 
  Transmission service that provides capacity that is set-aside by the Transmission Provider at the request of Load Serving Entities for meeting their Capacity Benefit Margin requirements.
The group determined to forward section 01-2.3.3 onto the ESS/ITS/BPS for further review and discussion.  

Mr. Sorenson moved, seconded by Mr. Pritchard to post the revised work paper for informal comments due January 11, 2008.  The motion passed without objection.
