Entergy’s comments on the proposed e-Tag 1.8.1 revisions:
 

Entergy has concerns with allowing the source BA to override the approval state of a tag.  This change provides a source Balancing Authority with too much power over the fate of a tag.  The approval process exists to allow all involved parties a voice in whether a transaction should be allowed, and this new power would completely override this check and could lead to abuses of its use.  Without a strong reason for such a change, Entergy does not feel this revision should be implemented.
 

Entergy would like some clarifying examples on how the industry would plan to handle the multiple reliability profile issue.
 

Entergy would like to propose an additional revision.  Entergy would like the Tag Authority to distribute a definitive status change message back to the applicable Tag Agent and Tag Approval services upon state changes (from CONFIRMED to IMPLEMENTED, IMPLEMENTED to TERMINATED, and any other time-based state changes that may arise).  This message provides a clear marker for changes in tag states.
