I have one comment or proposed addition to the e-Tag 1.8.1 revision.
 

It is my understanding that the current tag spec allows an individual Approval Entity's Tag Approval Status to show EXPIRED when a Tag Author has WITHDRAWN the tag.  This gives the appearance that the Tag Approval Entity did not respond to the request when in actuality, they were not given time before the tag's composite status went WITHDRAWN.  It would seem more appropriate that the individual status should default to a less compliance-sensitive state than EXPIRED.
