1. Administrative

2. Presentation of e-Tag Version 1.8
Mr. Harashbarger presented an overview of e-Tag Version 1.8, highlighting the modifications made to the previous version.  The e-Tag Tutorial presentation was posted as a work paper for this meeting and was accompanied by the e-Tag 1.8 Schema V0.5, and the Electronic Tagging Functional Specification Version 1.8.0 - Redline.
The implementation of e-Tag Version 1.8 is scheduled for December 4, 2007.  Mr. Hansen noted that if any transmission providers, vendors, or others in the industry thought they would not be ready for implementation by December 4, 2007 they should contact the JISWG as soon as possible.

Mr. Harshbarger stated that the questions asked during the three industry tutorials on e-Tag Version 1.8 would be captured in an FAQ document and posted on the NERC and NAESB JISWG web pages.
