Draft Minutes
1. Administrative
Mr. Hansen welcomed the participants to the meeting.  The participants in the room and on the phone introduced themselves.  Mr. Booe gave the anti-trust guidance.  Mr. Hansen asked that the agenda be modified to include discussion on the MCG request to modify the e-Tag schema.  Mr. West moved to adopt the agenda as revised and Mr. Vandervort seconded the motion.  The agenda was adopted as revised.  
2. e-Tag 1.8
Mr. Hansen opened the discussion by stating that MCG requested that the JISWG modify the e-Tag 1.8 schema to allow Transmission Providers to make lateral changes.  He continued that he would make the recommended modification if the group approved and allow the vendors to test the new capability.  There was no opposition to the proposed modification.

The group reviewed the e-Tag 1.8 FAQs created during the September 7, 11, 25, 2007 JISWG tutorial sessions.  The questions were captured by Mr. Vandervort and the answers were provided by Mr. Harshbarger and Mr. Hansen.  The group made a few minor modifications to the answers.  A final version of the e-Tag 1.8 FAQs can be found on the NAESB website at the top of the JISWG web page.
Next, the group discussed the status of the e-Tag 1.8 implementation with the vendors.  Ms. Kennedy asked if any vendors have communicated that they would not be prepared for the December 4, 2007 cutover date.  Mr. Hansen stated that he has received no response from Fortec or Caso.  Ms. Kennedy confirmed that Fortec and Caso were the only vendors who have not responded and asked the subcommittee if they would like NAESB to contact them directly.  Mr. Hansen stated that both companies are aware of the cutover plan and that there should be no need to contact them directly.  
Mr. Tritch stated that the only questions he has received from vendors concerned the timing of the SSL or secure URL conversion.  Mr. Hansen stated that the JISWG had agreed to handle the conversion after the e-Tag Version 1.8 implementation on December 4, 2007.  Mr. Kannel confirmed that MCG was aware of the timing of the conversion. 
3. Transition of the EIR from NERC to NAESB
Ms. Kennedy informed the participants that she and Ms. McQuade had a teleconference with Mr. Nolan and Ms. Constantini at NERC to discuss the potential transition of the registry to NAESB and that NERC and NAESB are both interested in moving forward with the transition.  She stated that organizations will begin dealing with the logistics of the move, and suggested that the JISWG begin drafting the RFP.  She stated that she will provide the subcommittee with an example of an RFP at the next scheduled meeting.  

Mr. Kannel stated that he has a suggested modification to the registry specification and corresponding registry data.  He suggested that forwarding URL for RAS services be obtained only from the SC registry and that this be made clear in the registry definition and e-Tag specification.  He continued that purpose of the suggested modification is to allow the forwarding URL to be used by industry participants for uses other than forwarding RAS.  Mr. Hansen responded that currently NERC has the registry and that the suggested modification could be addressed when the transition is complete.  Mr. Kannel stated that the modification to the registry should be done at the same time as the e-Tag version 1.8 cutover.  Mr. Hansen stated that the proposed modification is not part of the cutover plan nor is adding the registry.  Mr. Harshbarger stated that the discussion would be more appropriate during a tagven meeting.  The group determined to hold a conference call on October 16, 2007 from 2:00 p.m. to 3:00 p.m. Central to discuss adding the registry modification to the cutover plan with the vendors.

Mr. Hansen asked Mr. Baratelli if it would be possible for NERC to modify the EIR so that the forwarding URL could be used by industry participants for uses other than forwarding to RAS.  Mr. Baratelli responded that the modification would not be technically difficult, but in his experience there is pushback from users when removing any capability that is currently in use.  Mr. Kannel clarified that MCG was only suggesting that the forwarding URLs for CA, TP, and PSE entity types be optional.  Mr. Hansen asked Mr. Baratelli when the three new product codes requested by WECC will appear in the production registry.  Mr. Baratelli responded that the product codes will be incorporated within the next 24 hours.  The participants agreed to hold discussions on modifications to the registry until the October 16, 2007 conference call.
4. Confidentiality Agreement Standards Request
Next, the group discussed Request R07013 created by the JISWG during the July 30 – August 1, 2007 meeting.  Mr. Hansen stated that there had been some confusion at the WEQ Executive Committee level as to the scope of the requested confidentiality agreement and suggested that the JISWG draft a letter to the Executive Committee clarifying the JISWG’s intent.  Mr. Hansen, with the help of Mr. Vandervort, crafted the letter and the JISWG participants approved of it’s content. 5. Coordinate Interchange Clean Up Effort
While developing e-Tag Version 1.8 the JISWG noted some inaccuracies in the Coordinate Interchange Business Standard that need to be corrected.  Mr. Fisher stated that he would sponsor a request to make those corrections.  The group drafted a Standards Request – Coordinate Interchange Review.  After further discussion with Ms. McQuade it was determined that a standards request would be unnecessary because the corrections to the Coordinate Interchange Business Standard are being incorporated into the WEQ 2008 Annual Plan.
6. 2008 Work Plan
The participants created a work plan for the items to be addressed in 2008.  Mr. Hansen stated that once e-Tag 1.8 has been implemented the JISWG will need to address the confidentiality agreement discussed earlier in the meeting, the transition of the registry from NERC to NAESB, and the Coordinate Interchange clean up effort.  The group discussed the various steps that will be required to complete these three items and discussed a possible timeline.  The 2008 Work Plan developed by the JISWG can be found on the NAESB website.
7. Schedule Preliminary Meetings for 2008

Next, the group scheduled preliminary meetings for 2008.  These date were made tentative upon approval of the NAESB office.
