Final Minutes

1. Welcome
Messrs. Skiba and Saini co-Chaired the meeting.  Mr. Skiba opened the meeting and welcomed the meeting participants.  The participants introduced themselves.  Ms. Galik read the antitrust guidelines.  The participants reviewed the draft agenda.  Mr. Saini moved to adopt the agenda.  The motion passed without objection.

2. Approval of February 6, 2008 Meeting Minutes
SRS reviewed the draft minutes from its February 6, 2008 meeting and agreed to change some wording in sections 3, 6, 7 and 9.  Mr. Saini moved, and Mr. Ulch seconded, to adopt the draft minutes as modified, and the motion was approved unanimously.
3. Review/Approve the Final Draft SRS Scope of Work
Mr. Skiba stated that the Scope of Work had been thoroughly worked through at the last meeting and had been posted for two weeks.  There were no questions or issues regarding the Scope of Work.  The motion to approve the Scope of Work was made by Mr. Ulch.  The motion passed unanimously and it will be forwarded to the WEQ Executive Committee.
4. Annual Plan item: 1.c.i – Review the need to develop business practice standards

to support Operate Within Limits (R03017)

Mr. Carter went through R03017 in detail and gave a review.  He stated that during his review he found that many of the issues in R03017 were already being addressed by other standards.  Based on this, he recommended discontinuing work on this request at the present time.  Mr. Saini agreed with Mr. Carter’s assessment.  A motion to adopt the recommendation to decline the request was made by Ms. Kedrowski.  The motion passed unanimously.
5. Review for consistency – 2 Recommendations posted for 30-day formal comments
Mr. Skiba sought volunteers to review the two recommendations:  WEQ-001 changes for Rebid of Partial Service, Preconfirmation Priority, and Group 2: Metrics; Redispatch Cost Posting (2008 AP Item 2.a.i.5, 2008 AP Item 2.a.i.6, and 2008 AP Items 2.a.ii.1-3); and ATC/TTC Narrative (2008 AP Item 2.b.v.3 and 2008 AP Item 2.a.i.3).  Mr. Cyrulewski volunteered to review WEQ-001 and Mr. Saini volunteered to review ATC/TTC Narrative.  Mr. Skiba stated that NAESB will get an exploder list for the SRS group to exchange comments on these items.  These will be reviewed at the next meeting.
6. NERC Reliability Standards Development Plan 2008-2010
Mr. Skiba stated that he wanted the group to become familiar with the items that will be coming up through 2009 and 2010.  The group will spend more time looking through the plans in the summer and fall because the group will have to report on it.  This is the NERC three year outlook and there will be an update on it later this year.

Review and update of the NERC Activity Report

Mr. Skiba stated that he did not see any new items added to the NERC Activity Report since the last meeting.  The group is going to leave them as is and keep them on the monitor list.  
8. 
New Business 
Mr. Skiba stated that there were two items in the WEQ Annual Plan that are SRS provisional items.  The two provisional items that SRS requested be added to the annual plan were Backup Facilities and refinement of applicability of NERC standards from the September 24, 2007 SRS meeting.  These are items 9 and 35 from the September 24 meeting, respectively.  Regarding Backup Facilities, Mr. Ulch stated that he would confer with Mr. Wood to see if the industry feels like it has adequate backup on OASIS.  He will get this information to the group before a final decision is made on this item.  Mr. Skiba asked the group to look into this provisional item and add it to the discussion for the next meeting.  Regarding refinement of the applicability of NERC standards, Mr. Skiba stated that the group would need to develop the scope of what another subcommittee should decide regarding to whom it should apply.  Mr. Skiba asked the group to look at this provisional item, for it will also be discussed at the next SRS meeting.  These items were brought up because so many items have been closed out, the SRS group has met the WEQ 2008 objectives that were assigned and they can now work on provisional items.
