FINAL MINUTES

1. Administrative
Mr. Skiba welcomed the participants on the phone to the conference call.  Ms. Cunningham gave the antitrust guidelines.  Mr. Skiba proposed an additional item to the agenda.  Mr. Brown moved to adopt the revised agenda.  The agenda was adopted with no further discussion or opposition.  The subcommittee reviewed and approved the April 23, 2008 meeting minutes as written.
2. Update from WEQ Executive Committee Meeting
Mr. Skiba informed the subcommittee regarding the NAESB Executive Committee (EC) meeting held May 13, 2008.  He noted that four recommendations were sent to the EC.  There were three recommendations including one of the recommendations submitted by the WEQ SRS were no further action recommendations.  These recommendations were approved by the EC.  Mr. Skiba noted that the fourth recommendation received minor corrections and these corrections were approved by the EC for incorporation into the proposed standard.  The Joint BPS and ESS/ITS will initiate a task force regarding the ATC Information list and will meet June 6, 2008.  Although NERC received an extension from FERC, this WEQ BPS/ESS/ITS will continue to work diligently on all Order 890 items for the July deadline.  
3. Review/Assignment of Recommendations Posted for 30-Day Formal Comment Period 
Mr. Skiba noted that the proposed recommendation for the Postback and Counterflows business practice standard has been posted for 30 day formal comment period.  The document is available for viewing via the following link: http://www.naesb.org/pdf3/weq_052208_reqcom.doc.  The group reviewed and held minimal discussion regarding the recommendation.  Mr. Skiba noted that the intent of the review of the recommendation is not to change the content but to ensure the cohesiveness WEQ-001.  He further noted that a SRS member will need to review the recommendation and provide comments to the SRS exploder list pertaining to the recommendation.

4. Assessment of WEQ 2008 Provisional Items:
· Review Market System Back-Up Existing Language and Review of Existing Back-Up Language (Dean Ulch)

Mr. Ulch provided an update to the subcommittee regarding WEQ 2008 Annual Plan Provisional Item 5 as it pertains to the existing language for back-up and market system back-up.  Mr. Ulch stated that during its 9/24/07 meeting the subcommittee determined that there was no additional information available regarding back-up system requirements.  He stated that the SRS should evaluate the market system backup requirements in NERC Standards and NAESB practices to determine whether the existing back-up system requirements  are sufficient.  He noted that balancing authority (BA) back-up systems are addressed in the NERC BAL-001 standard.  Mr. Ulch also noted that in addition to BA back-up controls (in NERC standards); e-Tagging also has back-up controls (in NAESB Practices).  Mr. Ulch indicated NERC has requirements regarding communication equipment failure.  Also, OASIS and the Control Centers are backed up in NERC Standards; therefore, from a reliability perspective, additional back-up facilities are not necessary.  He indicated a poll should be taken of the subcommittee as to whether additional systems are necessary.  Mr. Skiba noted that a survey may be sent to all WEQ SRS members and other interested parties regarding market back-up systems.  Mr. Ulch stated that different system models are used by BAs, IAs, and transmission provider TPs and marketers interface differently with the various systems.  He further stated for the TP and BA, the existing back-up system requirements do not need to be modified.  Mr. Skiba noted that this subcommittee should exercise due diligence on this provisional item to the WEQ 2008 Annual Plan.  Mr. Ulch requested that the co-chairs develop a white paper on this item. The group deferred further discussion on this issue to the July 25, 2008 meeting and will ask direction from the EC regarding this provisional item.
· Review of whether to cutoff or put a size limit on the entities for which the standards apply (Narinder Saini / Ed Skiba)
The subcommittee reviewed and held discussion on WEQ 2008 Annual Plan provisional item 6 regarding whether to cutoff or put a size limit on the entities for which the standards apply.  Mr. Skiba stated that this item was addressed in paragraph 6 of FERC Order 676.  The provisional item reference document is available for viewing via the following link: http://www.naesb.org/pdf3/weq_srs060508w3.doc.  Mr. Skiba noted that FERC indicated that small entities could request waivers which would be considered on a case by case basis.  Mr. Brown stated that the subcommittee should ensure that NAESB standards are complementary to NERC standards on this issue.  
Mr. Skiba stated a recommendation may need to be developed to indicate that this item outside of the NAESB scope.  He further stated that Ms. McQuade suggested that the SRS suggest to the EC that this item be moved as a provisional item to an annual plan item.  He noted that once this item is an annual plan item, the SRS would be able to develop a recommendation that no further action be taken on this item.  The subcommittee agreed and Mr. Skiba will send a request to Ms. McQuade and Ms. York that this item be moved to be an annual plan item with a target date of 3rd quarter 2008.  Mr. Skiba will draft a proposed recommendation for no further action regarding this item.  
5. Response to Joint BPS & ESS/ITS to Review FAC Standards for 890 Requirements
The group reviewed and held discussion regarding the Joint BPS and ESS/ITS response to review FAC standards for Order 890 requirements.  Mr. Skiba noted that in paragraph 150 of Order 890, it discussed benchmarking models.  He referenced the Joint BPS and ESS/ITS March 28, 2008 minutes and stated that subcommittee needs to determine if NAESB should develop complementary business practice standards to the NERC FAC standards in compliance with Order 890 and Order 890A.  The subcommittee determined that no additional NAESB business practice standards needed to be developed to compliment FAC standards in support of Order 890 and Order 890A. 6. NERC Reliability Standards Development Plan
Mr. Skiba informed the group that he has contacted Jerry Adamski of NERC regarding the new version of the NERC Reliability Standards Development Plan.  He stated that will provide more information regarding the publication of the new plan at a future date.  
7. Review and update the NERC Activity Report
The group reviewed and held discussion regarding the NERC Activity Report.  Mr. Skiba suggested the subcommittee review the report and determined whether specific items needed to be addressed by the SRS.  He stated that upon review, the subcommittee determined that NAESB complimentary standards will need to be developed it will be the responsibility of this subcommittee to draft standards requests.
The group determined that the SRS will follow up with NERC and NAESB Joint Interchange Scheduling Working Group (JISWG) regarding the Coordinate Interchange – Timing Tables line item.  Mr. Skiba suggested that SRS monitor this item and stated a standards request has already been drafted. The group determined that several items listed in the activity report required no further action.  
8. NERC Standards EOP-002
The subcommittee reviewed NERC Standards EOP-002, requirements R4 and R6 and discussed the possible development of NAESB business practice standards.  Mr. Weeres stated that SRS should continue to monitor this item and may need to develop a NAESB standard.  Mr. Skiba noted at the WEQ Business Practice Subcommittee (BPS) in April meeting, Mr. David Lemmon requested that the SRS review these standards.  Mr. Pritchard indicated that this issue may prove to be problematic in the marketplace and will require organizations to solicit bids.  The subcommittee deferred discussion on this item to the next SRS meeting.  Mr. Brown will review the NERC Standards EOP-002, requirements R4 and R6 and provide further detail as to whether this item should be pursued by SRS or assigned to BPS.  
9. Schedule of Next Meetings
The next scheduled WEQ SRS meeting will be held via conference call July 25, 2008.
10. Action Items
· Mr. Skiba will send a request to Ms. McQuade and Ms. York that 2008 WEQ Annual Plan Provisional Item 6 be moved to be an annual plan item with a target date of 3rd quarter 2008.
· Mr. Skiba will draft a recommendation as to no further action regarding 2008 WEQ Annual Plan Provisional Item 6.
· Mr. Saini and Mr. Skiba will develop a whitepaper for WEQ 2008 Provisional item 5 (Review Market System Back-Up Existing Language and Review of Existing Back-Up Language)
· The SRS will follow up with NERC and NAESB Joint Interchange Scheduling Working Group (JISWG) regarding the Coordinate Interchange line item.  
· Mr. Brown will review the NERC Standards EOP-002, requirements R4 and R6 and provide further detail as to whether this item should be pursued by SRS.

Mr. Brown moved to adjourn the meeting.  The meeting was adjourned at 1:20p.m. Central on June 5, 2008.
