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CONFERENCE CALL – September 24, 2007 - 2:00 pm to 4:00 pm Central

Final Minutes
1. Welcome
Mr. Saini opened the meeting and welcomed the meeting participants.  Mr. Huffman read the antitrust guidelines.  The participants reviewed the draft agenda.  Mr. Skiba requested that the agenda be revised to include a review of Request No. R03017 (Provide complementary business practice standards to support the Operate within Interconnection Reliability Operating Limits standard being developed by NERC). Mr. Saini proposed to add Request No. R03017 after item number three. Mr. Skiba agreed.  Mr. Skiba moved to adopt the agenda.  Ms. Rehman seconded the motion.  The motion passed without objection. 
The Standards Review Subcommittee (SRS) reviewed the draft minutes from the August 1, 2007 conference call.  Mr. Cylrulewski asked to be added to the list of participants for previous meeting minutes and moved to adopt the draft minutes with his addition. Ms. Rehman seconded the motion and the minutes were adopted without objection. The final minutes are posted on the NAESB website http://www.naesb.org/pdf3/weq_srs080107fm.doc.
2. Update on Role of Standards Review Subcommittee 
Next, the subcommittee reviewed the role of the SRS. Mr. Saini stated that he had discussed the role of the SRS with Ms. McQuade and noted that the subcommittee used to hold meetings once a month but modified the schedule to meet once every other month so as to focus on standards more and less upon other activities. Mr. Saini added that it is the expectation that the role of the subcommittee should go beyond merely reviewing NERC Standards Authorization Requests to include review of work plans. Mr. Saini noted that he would like to see more participation in the work of the SRS and would like the SRS to increase the scope of its work. 
Ms. Rehman asked how the scope of the work of the SRS would change.  Mr. Skiba asked if SRS had a mission statement in place. Ms. Kennedy responded that there was not a mission statement for the SRS.  Mr. Skiba suggested that the subcommittee draft a type of mission statement defining the scope of the subcommittee. The other participants supported the development of the mission statement for the SRS.  Mr. Saini and Ms. Rehman agreed to develop a mission statement for the SRS subcommittee for review during the next conference call.  
3. Review Calpine letter regarding R05026-8/16/07
The SRS reviewed the letter to Calpine regarding Request No. R05026 posted as a work paper for this meeting: http://www.naesb.org/pdf2/weq_srs092407w1.pdf. Ms. Rehman asked about the history of this issue.  Ms. Kennedy pointed out that the history of this issue is laid out in the letter. Mr. Saini suggested waiting until the next meeting pending action taken by the EC, who is currently working on the issue, to address this item further. Mr. Saini asked if everyone was in agreement to wait until the next meeting to address this issue. All participants agreed. 
4. Review Request No. R03017 (Provide complementary business practice standards to support the Operate Within Interconnection Reliability Operating Limits standard being developed by NERC) 
Mr. Skiba pointed out that Request No. R03017 has been assigned to SRS since 2003. He asked that people be assigned to review the request to determine how it should be addressed. Ms. Rehman noted that development of business practice standards to address Request No. R03017 would depend on the completion of other reliability standards at NERC. Mr. Rodriguez stated that there was a draft delay waiting additional comments on this and that NERC was waiting to see where it is going next. Mr. Saini proposed that the SRS should review this issue when the status of the interrelated reliability standards has been determined. All participants agreed. 
5. Urgent Action SAR – Standard BAL-004-0 – Time Error Correction
The SRS reviewed all standards under development posted on the NERC Standards under Development page:
http://www.nerc.com/~filez/standards/Reliability_Standards_Under_Development.html The first NERC SAR reviewed was the Urgent Action SAR to revise the BAL-004-0 – Time Error Correction standards. Mr. Cyrulewski opened the discussion by commenting that Time Error Correction is a voluntary standard what this request is asking for is that those who voluntarily follow this are not penalized. Mr. Rodriguez stated that Time Correction operation can be aborted. Ms. Kennedy stated that it should determined what the existing Time Error Correction Standards are. Ms. Rehman suggested creating a small scope document comparing the NERC SAR to the NAESB Standard. Ms. Kennedy suggested a letter to the EC after determination making a note that this is an Urgent Action. Mr. Saini stated that the scope document will have to be developed after NERC to compare NAESB standards to make sure no conflicts exist. Mr. Cyrulewski commented that the standard error correction has no references with reliability coordinators. Mr. Saini would like to review with Mr. Cyrulewski. Ms. Rehman commented that NERC was taking back the Manual Time Error and several other standards and suggested that this issue be left on the agenda for later discussion. All the participants agreed without formal vote.  
6. ATC/TTC/AFC and CBM/TRM Revisions
Mr. Saini stated that the committee does not need to monitor this issue any longer. Ms. Kennedy commented that a separate group exists for this issue already so it can be removed from SRS subcommittee agenda. All participants agreed without formal vote. 
7. TLR
Mr. Saini stated that NERC has already accepted TLR and Mr. Cyrulewski pointed out that the minutes from the last meeting reflect this. All participants agreed to remove this item from future agendas. 
8. Ameren Request for Interpretation

Mr. Rodriguez was unable to call up this document on the NERC website and commented that it may have been removed. Mr. Saini suggested to the group to keep this item under monitor. All participants agreed. 
9. Backup Facilities

Mr. Saini suggested waiting until more information on this issue could be ascertained. Ms. Rehman questioned whether this issue had a commercial application because it was addressed to ensuring reliability. She went on to say that OASIS does have a backup requirement that is stringent but other than that there is no other existing business practices regarding backup requirements. Ms. Kennedy stated that if there is a need for a backup requirement for e-tag it would not be a NAESB standard, because e-tag is not currently a NAESB standard. Ms. Kennedy also recommended adding this to the list as an annual plan item for 2008 as Market System Backup. Mr. Saini was in favor of this. Ms. Rehman was also in favor of adding this item to the annual plan for 2008 and suggested removing this item from the agenda. All participants agreed to remove this item without formal vote. 
10. Balancing Authority Controls (this SAR will require NERC and NAESB collaborative participation. The NERC standards draft team for this SAR has been formed)
Mr. Rodriguez suggested an upcoming meeting to look at comments to determine changes and that as of now there is no official coordination and he inquired whether this should be a joint process between NAESB and NERC. Ms. Kennedy responded that she believed this should be address as a joint process and should be sent to the executives at NAESB and NERC to determine if it should in fact be a joint process. Mr. Saini also stated this issue should be a joint effort. All other participants agreed. 
11. Certifying System Operators
Mr. Saini inquired whether this issue was determined at last meeting. Mr. Skiba replied that it was determined to keep this issue on the agenda list. Participants decided to keep this item on the agenda.
12. Disturbance Monitoring
The participants determined to keep this item on the agenda list. 
13. ERCOT Request for Interpretation

Mr. Saini commented that a different standard existed for ERCOT. Ms. Rehman suggested ERCOT was neither liable nor responsible because it had its own process and she does not believe there is a need to discuss this issue in committee. Mr. Skiba pointed out that at the last meeting the participants decided to keep this issue as a SAR and the other participants agreed.  
14. Facility Ratings
Mr. Saini suggested that the committee keep monitoring this item. All participants agreed. 
15. Frequency Response

Ms. Rehman stated that she had seen nothing on this item. Mr. Saini suggested keeping this on the list. All other participants agreed.
16. Generator Verification
Mr. Saini stated that there was a NERC SAR which is asking about nomination. Ms. Rehman suggested keeping this item on the list for more development. All others agreed. 
17. Operation Personnel Communications Protocols

Mr. Saini suggested the committee keep monitoring this item. Ms. Rehman suggested looking to SOC to find out where in the process they are. All agreed to keep monitoring this item. 
18. Operate Within Interconnection Reliability Operating Limits

Ms. Rehman asked why this item was on hold. Ms. Kennedy recommended a NAESB request but not a NERC SAR. Mr. Saini suggested the committee keep monitoring this item and all others agreed. 
19. Permanent Change to CI Table

Ms. Rehman asked if this item was already completed. Ms. Kennedy responded that the EC had remanded this item back to the JISWG. Mr. Skiba commented that since this item was assigned to JISWG it does need to be assigned to this committee. Mr. Saini agreed that this item does not need to be on the SRS list and suggested it be removed. All other participants agreed. 
20. Protection System Maintenance & Testing
Mr. Saini stated that this item can be removed because it has no commercial application. He asked if there could be a motion to remove this item from the committee list. Mr. Rehman motioned to remove this item and Mr. Skiba seconded. The item was removed. 
21. Real-time Operations
Ms. Rehman asked for additional background information on this NERC SAR. Mr. Saini responded that vendors were driving this item and work was still needed to revise and review requirements. Mr. Skiba commented that part of the review was for TLR. Ms. Rehman suggested keeping the item on the list and all others agreed. 
22. Relay Loadability

Ms. Rehman commented that she reviewed this item and found no commercial issues and recommended that it be removed from the list. Mr. Saini agreed and Mr. Skiba stated that this item looked like the GIC development and should be over at NERC. Ms. Rehman moved to delete this from the list, Mr. Skiba seconded and the item was removed. 
23. Reliability Coordination

Ms. Rehman suggested the committee should keep the item on the list because many standards issues were involved and much coordination needed to be done. The other participants agreed. 
24. Replace Levels of Noncompliance with Violation Severity Levels
Ms. Rehman suggested no commercial applicability existed for this item and should be removed from list. Mr. Saini agreed. She moved to remove item from list and Mr. Cofflin seconded the motion.  The motion passed without objection and the item was removed. 
25. Resource Adequacy Assessments
Ms. Rehman requested keeping this on the list as not much is done yet. All others agreed.
26. Revisions to IRO-OO4 – Require timely Submission of Data

Mr. Saini suggested keeping this item on the committee list and all others agreed. 
27. System Protection Coordination

Ms. Rehman commented that this item was technical and saw no commercial implications. Mr. Saini agreed and motioned that this item be dropped from the list. Mr. Cofflin seconded and with agreement the item was dropped. 
28. System Personnel Training

Mr. Saini again suggested this item has no commercial implication. Ms. Rehman motioned to remove from the list. Mr. Cyrulewski seconded and the item was dropped. 
29. Transmission Vegetation Management

Mr. Saini suggested this item also be removed from the list. Ms. Rehman motion to drop this item and Mr. Cofflin seconded and the item was removed. 
30. Underfrequency Load Shedding

Mr. Saini recommended keeping this item on the list. All others agreed. 
31. Urgent Action SAR for withdrawal of WECC Waiver
Mr. Saini stated that this item was completed. Ms. Rehman moved to remove the item from the list, Mr. Cyrulewski seconded and the item was removed. 
32. Standards Under Field Test
Mr. Saini suggested removal of not only this item but also the three subsequent items Transmission Operator Certification, Balancing Authority Certification and Balancing Authority Certification. Ms. Rehman agreed and motioned to remove these items from the committee list. Mr. Cofflin seconded and the items were removed. 
33. Reliability-Based Control
Ms. Rehman suggested keeping this item on the list for monitoring and the other participants agreed. 
34. Update from NAESB email to Mr. Rodriguez and Long of NERC Staff on: Balancing Authority Controls SAR

The subcommittee agreed that this item was already taken care of and the EC was working jointly with NERC on this item therefore they agreed to remove this item. 
35. Mr. Saini update on: Refine Applicability of NERC Standards

Mr. Saini stated that he did not find any update on standards for generator capacity. Mr. Saini also asked whether NAESB standards should exempt regional entities if NERC standards are not applicable. And which entities used in NAESB standards are consistent with NERC standards. Ms. Rehman commented that even non-NERC items apply primarily to bulk systems because of open access. Mr. Saini disagreed stating that it is not bulk only and it should not be up to this subcommittee to decide and the item should be assigned to the appropriate group to decide if the standard should apply to everyone or should there be a cutoff group. The group ultimately decided this item be added to the Annual Plan for 2008. 

Mr. Skiba volunteered to create a spreadsheet to help facilitate the subcommittee’s ability to track when items are created. Due to time constraints no other business was discussed.
