Dear NAESB WEQ Members and Interested Industry Participants,

I am pleased to announce the formation of an ad hoc group, time and inadvertent management task force, to address the issues raised recently in Request No. R07020, which include manual time error correction (WEQ-006) and inadvertent interchange payback (WEQ 007).  The task force was created on June 4, and Mr. Terry Bilke of the Midwest ISO (mailto: tbilke@midwestiso.org, 317-249-5463), who also drafted the request will lead the task force. Below are some specifics for the group that will provide context:

Purpose:  
The group will be tasked to develop and draft language for a recommendation in accordance with the Request No. R07020, “Develop a NAESB Time and Inadvertent Management Business Practice that provides additional inadvertent payback options and improved Time Control.”. The recommendation will subsequently reviewed by the WEQ Business Practices Subcommittee (BPS).  As there are complementary reliability standards for both WEQ-006 and WEQ-007, our development efforts will be coordinated with NERC.

As noted in the request, the developed business practice would address concerns specific to BAL-004, BAL-005 and BAL-006: number of frequency excursions.  Approximately 40% of the identified frequency excursions happened during time error corrections (TEC), where the TEC magnifies the deviation from 60 Hz. It is expected that the developed business practice would result in fewer TEC with a smaller deviation from scheduled frequency.  As related to BAL-004, the number and efficiency of TEC, performing a smaller clock-day TEC will reduce confusion about start and stop times and would enable a simple measurement on the efficiency of each correction.  As related to BAL-006, accumulation of large inadvertent balances, it is expected that the developed business practice would provide additional tools to allow balancing authorities to pay back or recover inadvertent interchange.


There are clear boundaries for the development – namely, that this request is not intended to revisit the work completed by the Inadvertent Interchange Payback Task Force, nor is it intended to draft standards for the evaluation of and financial settlement of inadvertent interchange payback.  It is also not an exercise to re-evaluate the split of business practice and reliability standards for WEQ-005 (ACE Equations Special Cases), WEQ-006 and WEQ-007.  Given these scope limits for the request, the group will more easily focus on the task at hand without veering into topics that could consume considerable time without meeting the requirements of the request.
