The El Paso Pipeline Group (El Paso Pipelines) has been an active participant in the NAESB Business Practices Subcommittee (BPS) effort to investigate the potential for a more effective nominations and scheduling timeline for the North American natural gas grid.  Although we are supportive of some of the concepts in each of the proposals that have been considered to date, we do not feel that any one of the proposals meets enough of the stated goals to be a successful alternative to the existing timeline.  
The El Paso Pipelines are committed to continue to fully participate in the BPS process to determine the optimum industry consensus for scheduling timeline changes.  While we are supportive of the direction the Spectra proposal has taken, we suggest that additional discussion will be helpful to ensure that any schedule adjustments will improve the process for the greatest number of stakeholders.
