WQG BPS 698 – 7c Key Issues from October 30, 2007


1. Opt in/ out;

The level of participation should be communicated between parties in the supply chain well in advance of any nomination being submitted.

2. Imbalances at interconnects with shortened timelines on ID4W & ID4E;

Imbalances exist and are managed today at interconnects.  Additional nomination cycles should be managed in the same way.

3. Reliability, line pack and priority over serving a timely nom for next gas day versus ID4W & ID4E;

If a TSP could not accommodate the new request (ID4W or ID4E), and the timely nomination for next day, then the timely wins and the answer is operational unavailable to the ID4W/ID4E request.

4. Lesser of rule:

Limited use of the Lesser of Rule:
A) In cases where parties attempt to confirm a nomination decrease, but disagree on the exact quantity – Greater of Rule would apply.
B) In cases where parties attempt to confirm a nomination increase, but disagree on the exact quantity - Lesser of Rule would apply.

5. Safety – physical considerations for valve changes “in the middle of the night”

To address concerns about safety and manpower, the possibility of requiring automatic flow control at the receipt and delivery point could be discussed to eliminate manual intervention and the safety issue.  Yet, the ability to go above and beyond the standard by accepting other locations could be an option.

6. Conflicts with overnight processes currently run by TSPs;

The strawman proposal has been developed using barebones to eliminate as much processing as possible.

7. National versus Regional standards;

Option 1: Regional approach of ID4W and ID4E

Option 2: National approach; ID4W becomes ID3, and ID4E becomes ID4

Option 3: National approach; ID4W becomes ID3, and ID4E becomes a clean-up , or post-op nomination similar to Transco’s recent implementation.

8. Concern about defining Pre-approved Providers so as not to appear “unduly discriminatory” particularly if certain TSPs believe they can support using “in-house” services.

TSPs make operationally feasible decisions on their system daily.  The Pre-approved Provider would simply codify guidelines of many of these operationally feasible decisions - giving the TSPs a time savings in the confirmation process.

9. Consider moving ID2 back in lieu of adding cycles.

Submittal of alternate proposals is anticipated.
