Clarify that on a Transportation Service Provider’s (TSP) Informational Postings web site downloads of information can be in HTML or RTF format.
Interpretation:
Both, HTML or RTF are valid formats for downloads from a TSP’s Informational Postings website.  In version 1.7 of the NAESB WGQ Standards, Standard 4.3.16, states “The documents identified in NAESB WGQ Standard 4.3.6 should be available in HTML or RTF format…”.  In revision 1.8 of the NAESB WGQ Standards, Standard 4.3.6 was deleted since the type of information posted on Informational Postings web sites has been expanded with other standards detailing the posting requires. In Version 1.8, Standard 4.3.16 was modified in an attempt to broaden the possible acceptable download formats by referencing Appendix C of the NAESB WGQ Quadrant Electronic Delivery Mechanism Related Standards which lists and identifies parameters for download formats for postings.  RTF remains listed in 4.3.16 and HTML is listed in Appendix C, thus both are valid download formats.
