NAESB WGQ Standard 1.4.7 - Confirmation Response Quick Response 

TECHNICAL IMPLEMENTATION OF BUSINESS PROCESS
The Confirmation Response Quick Response transaction (CRQRCFQR) is sent in response to a Request for Confirmation, a solicited Confirmation Response or an unsolicited Confirmation Response.  It is sent by the receiver of the Request for Confirmation or the Confirmation Response, as appropriate, back to the sender.  The CRQRCFQR informs the confirmation requester or the confirming party, as appropriate, of the status of the corresponding Request for Confirmation or the Confirmation Response.  Note that the reported status strictly concerns the correctness of the data and does not act in the role of a subsequent Request for Confirmation.

[Start here at next IR meeting]
The CRQR contains a transaction identifier which identifies the Confirmation Response document to which the CRQR is in response. If necessary, individual confirmation line items within the document are identified by the confirmation tracking identifier.

The CRQR also contains a transaction status code which indicates the status of the entire Confirmation Response transaction.  It may also contain a validation code(s) which indicates any error or warning condition(s) which concerns either the entire Confirmation Response transaction or individual confirmation line items contained within.  If additional information on specific validation codes is necessary, a validation code message may also be sent. 

Parties should mutually agree to use the Transportation Service Provider’s proprietary entity code when the D-U-N-S® Number is not available.

The entity common code for the party requesting confirmation is present in the confirmation requester data element.  The entity common code for the party confirming is present in the confirming party data element.

Where error or warning conditions exist at the line item level in the Confirmation Response document, additional data is sent in order to uniquely identify the line item in question.  These data include the beginning date, beginning time, ending date, ending time and the location.

The following is an example of what a Confirmation Response Quick Response transaction would look like.  In this example, all of the line items passed validation except one, and an error message was sent regarding that line item.

**  When a Transportation Service Provider’s proprietary location code is employed pursuant to this standard, the parties agree that nominations, confirmations, scheduled quantities, and capacity release documents employing such code should be for one gas day at a time, and used only until there is a verified common code for the point associated with the proprietary location code.  This would include daily nominations over a weekend.  Within two months following the availability of the location the parties should employ the common code and no longer employ the proprietary code for identifying such location in the data sets related to the identified standards.

TECHNICAL IMPLEMENTATION OF BUSINESS PROCESS

The Confirmation Response transaction, sent from the receiving/delivering party to the confirmation requester, informs the confirmation requester if the nomination has been confirmed at that location. The transaction may be initiated by the Request for Confirmation transaction or it may be initiated by a change in confirmed flow by the confirming party.

The Confirmation Response contains a transaction identifier which identifies the entire document.  If the Confirmation Response is solicited, this contains the transaction identifier from the relevant Request for Confirmation.  If the Confirmation Response is unsolicited, then this transaction identifier is created by the originator of the Confirmation Response.

When the Confirmation Response is a reply to a Request for Confirmation, the confirming party sends back the confirmation tracking identifier and quantity within a contract and effective date.  The confirmation tracking identifier is used to identify a line item in the confirmation process.  It is created by either the originator of the Request for Confirmation or the originator of an unsolicited Confirmation Response.  It is not validated by the receiver of the document nor is it a key in the receiver of the document’s data base.  When the response is initiated by the receiving/delivering party, all of the data necessary to uniquely identify the flow of gas must be provided.

When an error occurs at the line item level, the quantity returned in the Confirmation Response should be zero.

When a business conditional data element is not processed, the reduction reason of “... not processed” should be returned in the Confirmation Response.  In this case the information returned, including the quantity, should be the same as if the data element which was not processed had not been sent in the Request for Confirmation.

Parties should mutually agree to use the Transportation Service Provider’s proprietary entity code when the D-U-N-S® Number is not available.
